3.
Brief history of the subject/project

a) As per the contractual agreement of Delhi Government with Organizing Committee of Commonwealth Games-2010 all roads within 2 Kms. of games venues are to be streetscaped by road owning agencies.

b) During the meeting chaired by Chief Secretary on 16 Jul.’08 (Annexure ‘A’ See pages 73 - 75 ) & 22 Sep.’08 (Annexure ‘B’ See pages 76 - 79) it was decided that the major roads around Talkatora Stadium be streetscaped being a competition venue.  Following roads were identified:-

· Park Street

· Old R.K. Ashram Marg (Park Street to Mother Teresa Crescent)

· Udyan Marg

· Old R.K. Ashram Marg (Kali Bari Marg to Park Street)

c) Accordingly M/s OASIS who was already engaged as Streetscaping consultant for Mandir Marg & other roads was given the work of streetscaping for Udyan Marg as an additional work.

d) The Empowered Committee during it meeting on 23 Mar.’09 after detailed deliberations decided to form a Sub-committee comprising of CE(C)-I, ACE(C), SE(R) & Director (Projects) to finalize the details of streetscaping plan of these roads. 
e) As per terms of agreement consultant submitted the conceptual design of proposed streetscaping of Udyan Marg which was presented to Sub-committee.

f) Based on recommendations of subcommittee the conceptual plan was approved by the Competent Authority on 22 Apr.’09.  The Preliminary Estimate based on the approved conceptual plan for Rs.1,54,40,000/- (Civil / Elect. components of Rs. 1,49,99,000/- & Hort. Component of Rs.4,41,000/-) prepared by the consultant was checked by the field staff & scrutinized by the Member Planning of the Project Team.  The estimate has been prepared based on    DSR-2007.  The streetscaping of this road has been put on fast track and work is proposed to be executed through project team.
g) The Preliminary Estimate has been concurred by the Finance Department.
h) Empowered Committee during its meeting on 09 Sep.’09 after detailed deliberations decided that the case be placed before the Council for accord of Administrative Approval & Expenditure Sanction.

(b) Seating options, ramps, edge restrains, landscape lighting, public conveniences, bollards, litter bins etc.

(c) Horticulture works like grassing, plantation & laying of irrigation line, pumps, storage tanks etc.

(d) Electrical works like laying Cables (different sizes), Poles & Pole light fittings, Up lighters & Feeder Pillars

(e) Existing footpath to be retained with creation of pedestrian plaza for existing shops with suitable pedestrian facilities.  Low height planters to be provided wherever feasible.

(f) Space to be earmarked slightly higher than pavement level for vegetable vendors.

(g) 5% of Estimated cost has been catered for consultancy charges.

PWD, MCD, NDMC, DDA and
CPWD. ! :

Introducing the subject of street scaping, Scerctary, PWD informied that major
purticns of the roads around Games Venues have beer identified along with respective
Road Owning Agencies. - Some ol the clements of the work like street lighting and Bus
Queue Shelters are ajready underway. The E-in-C, PWD gave a brief presentation in the
meeting. The prescntation was divided into following four segments:-

L Arcas around venues - All the roads within 2 km. radius of venucs and the
concerned road owning agencies were depicted. [t was noted that the street
scaping on Mehruali Badarpur Road, Bhairon Road and Mathura Road
would be done by INTACH. g
Decisions of Delhi Government on street scaping - It was informed that

. Govemmert of Declhi proposes coloured paver blocks on footpaths,
upgradation of street lights, upgradation of road sighages, beautification of
central verges by implanting Boungainvillea, strengthening of road surfaces,
good quality Bus Queuc Shelters and advertisement panels.

Minutes of the meeting held on 22.9.2008 at 4.00 P.M. under the Chairmanship of
Chief Secretary to review Streetscaping around Commonwealth Games Venues

Sites.

The list of officers who attended the meeting is enclosed as Annexure-1,

. PWD made a brief presentation on the actions taken so far and proposed a time

schedule for completion of streetscaping around Commonwealth Games Venues
Sites. : :

It was informed that roads with their a;;proximate lengths have been identified
around all the games venues for streetscaping.

The Chief Secretary was apprised that different organizations had also been
finalized venue wise -for execution of work. The roads belong either to MCD,
PWD or the NDMC. Around some venues, the roads belong to more than one

agency. It was decided that concerned road owning agency will execute the

streetscaping work on its roads. However, the PWD_will take action for

appointing Consuitants for all the venues. Secretary (PWD) apprised the Chief

Secretary that the road lengths were identified on intersection-to-intersection basis
and requested Chief Secretary to give suitable dates for inspecting all the venues
sites so that the foads and road lengths for streetscaping are finalized.

Chief Secretary expressed concern that area falling between Safdarjung Airport
marked for ‘park and ride fécility’ of transport plan and JLN Stadium is very
congested and roads are narrow for quick movement of buses. The representative
from NDMC informed that the Nazaf Khan road in the area is being widened for
better linkage between Safdarjung Airport and JLN Stadium. Chief Secretary

asked the NDMC to provide a detailed report in this regard.

The representative from CPWD informed that a part of Bhishma Pitamah Marg
alongwith the services is yet to be handed over to MCD but the modalities could
not be finalized for one reason or the other so far. It was decided that
handing/taking over of the road between CPWD and MCD shall take place on
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24.9.2008 (Wednesday) and CPWD may transfer the sewerage services to Delhi

Jal Board separately. :

6. Representative from PWD informed that the Nallah near Siri Fort Complex is
being covered for widening of Khel Gaon Marg. Chief Secretary directed that the
entry and exit to the Parking Site of the Complex be improved by PWD to
overcome the problem of congestion currently experienced in the area. :

7. It was noted that the NDMC has already appointed Consultant for Streetscaping
around two of the venue sites i.e. Talkatora, Indoor stadium and SPM Swimming
Complex. PWD has also appointed. Consultants for Strectséaping around Yamuna
Sports Complex and IGI Stadium. It was decided that PWD shall invite

Expression of Interest for the appointment of Consultants for Streetscaping around

the remaining venues. The work, however, shall be executed by the concerned \é"
road owning agencies.

”Eﬂ A list of items of street furniture which could be installed on BOT basis was

presented. It was noted that the total space for advertisement available for BOT

would have to relate to the advertisement policy which is in the domain of MCD

and NDMC. It was decided that the work on the development of BOT packages

may be further coordinated by the NDMC. For this, NDMC shall hold joint
sl il b bt

meetings with the MCD to pre-qualify agencies and to prepare the terms and

conditions of the BOT packages for usage by both organizations. Chief Secretary

desired that ‘green elements’ should be suitably incorporated in all the BOT

documents.

9. The Chief Secretary emphasized.that the parking plan, circulation plan, bus-bays
and any other requirements arising from the Transport circulation Plan and
obligation towards the Organizing Committee of Commonwealth Games on the
roads around venues should be properly integrated in the proWg
Plans.

10.1t was decided that Streetscaping of roads around Chhatrasaal Stadium may also
be taken up for its legacy value as all the functions of National importance are
hosted in this Stadium.

The Meeting ended with a vote of thanks to the Chair.
