In non formal Education that is for Nursery, Anchal, Balbari & for Middle level students of DTSS & NDMC Schools, fresh seasonal fruits would be distributed.

5. The Rs. 2/- per child per day was also felt insufficient i.e. the cost per child to meet the expenditure involved in implementation of the scheme. Therefore the expenditure @ of Rs. 4/- per child per day for 200 days in implementation of the scheme, which include disposable glass, plate & spoons, etc. is approved by the Council. 

6. M.O.H. will make every possible effort to maintain health and hygiene by making regular visits for success of the scheme.

2) Details of Private Buildings where Cell Antennas have been installed, indicating the date of grant of permission, whether they have paid the charges and who satisfied the structural stability of the buildings.

3) It was also decided that where permission was granted before 8.8.2002, the cases be examined in the light of guidelines issued by the Council.

That an informative note be brought before the Council, giving system of grant of permission, restoration of road cutting , etc.

CLOSURE OF TALKATORA ROAD.

The past history and current status of this project was placed before the last meeting of the Council held on 21.3.2003.  The agenda note which was placed before the Council is appended (See pages 14 - 16 ) which may kindly be perused.  Subsequently, the minutes of meeting of  “Joint Committee on Security in Parliament Complex” held on 11.3.03 have been received vide letter dtd.2.4.03.  Points 4 and 5 of the minutes are reproduced below :

4. On being pointed out by the Committee that NDMC and other authorities should have implemented the decision for the closure of the road expeditiously, Chairperson, NDMC assured to complete the proposal of closure of Talkatora Road within three months.  The action will cover all components of the plan, which will include inter-alia:-

i) Widening of Imtiaz Khan Road (i.e., alternate road)

ii) Shifting of the transformer presently installed on Imtiaz Khan Road;

iii) Issue of a public notice required for the purpose;

iv) Closure of Talkatora Road

5. The Home Secretary also concurred with the above assurance of Chairperson, NDMC.

With a view to implement the above decision, the issue related to widening of Imtiaz Khan Road is being taken up separately for which instructions have been given  to the concerned officers.

The present proposal is placed for consideration of the Council with respect to the provisions of Section 203(2) of NDMC Act 1994 which reads as under :

“With the previous sanction of the Council, the Chairperson may permanently close the whole or any part of a public street :

Provided that before according such sanction the Council shall by notice, published in the manner specified by bye-laws give reasonable opportunity to the residents likely to be affected by such closure to make suggestions or objections with respect to such closure and shall consider all such suggestions or objections which may be made within one month from the date of publication of the said notice.”

In view of above provision, Council’s approval is necessary before  issuing notice for inviting public objections/suggestions for closure of Talkatora Road.   It is to be further submitted that in terms of the provisions of Section 204 of NDMC Act “ Whenever any public street or a part thereof is permanently closed under sub-section (2) of section 203 the site of such street or of the portion thereof may be disposed of as land vesting in the Council.”

In view of above submissions, the proposal is placed before the Council for consideration and decision on the following points :

1. To issue public notice inviting objections and suggestions for closure of Talkatora Road.  It is suggested that the period of notice may be 30 days from the date of publication in the two newspapers having circulation in the NDMC area.

2. To constitute a committee for hearing of public objections/suggestions to be received in consequence of above point no.1.

3. To decide about the land to be vested in NDMC after the closure of road.

The Chairman has seen the case.

The case is placed before the Council for consideration and decision.

COUNCIL’S DECISION

Resolved by the Council that the proposal to publish public notice for inviting objections and suggestions for closure of Talkatora Road in terms of section 203 (2) of the NDMC Act, 1994, is approved.

It was decided to issue this notice immediately without confirmation of the minutes and to publish the notice in two newspapers having circulation in the NDMC area.

It was further decided that the objections and suggestions thus received shall be considered by the Committee comprising of the following :

1. Chairperson, NDMC – Chairman.

2. Sh. M.P. Chawla, Member, NDMC.

3. Sh. K.T. Gurumukhi, Member, NDMC

4. Commissioner, Planning, DDA.

5. DCP (Traffic), New Delhi.

6. Chief Architect, NDMC.

Chief Engineer, Civil, NDMC.

CLOSURE OF TALKATORA ROAD.

A.  History of the Case:

1. Suggestions were  made by the Indian Parliamentary Group in 1986 to close the  Talkatora Road for integration of the Parliament Complex and the Parliament Annexe.

2. The then Hon’ble Speaker, Lok Sabha accepted this suggestion in a meeting held on 2.5.1988.

3. Further the then Prime Minister Sh Rajiv Gandhi held a meeting on 31.8.88 with Hon’ble Speaker and Minister of Urban Development and took the decision for closure of Talkatora Road.

4. Since the Parliament Library Building was under planning at that time, no action was taken for implementation of this decision.

5. After commencement of construction of Parliament Library Building, the matter was again taken up by the Parliament Sectt. and the CPWD was requested to examine the issue.

6. The NDMC and the Police Authorities objected to the closure of this road on account of traffic problems.

7. The Chairman, NDMC took a meeting with officers of NDMC, CPWD and Police Authorities on 9.3.2001 to discuss the matter. On the basis of decision taken in the meeting, the Chairman NDMC vide letter dtd.16.4.2001 addressed to Secretary, Genl. Lok Sabha interalia stated as under :

“That proposal of closure of Talkatora Road as it stands today will cause immense hardship to the citizens.  A PIL is already pending before the Supreme Court alleging that while dharnas are not allowed around the Parliament precincts, Bhagwan Das Road in front  of the Supreme Court  they are allowed, thereby  affecting the sanctity of the Apex Court.  Hence the road should be closed  for all other traffic except that relates to the Supreme Court and the Lawyers’ chamber opposite.  If every august body chooses to close roads around it then thorough  traffic in New Delhi  will have to closed altogether.’

8. The Chairman, NDMC proposed that the matter should be reconsidered and NDMC be allowed to construct interlinking subway at Talkatora Road to integrate Parliament Complex and its Annexe.  

9. The Secretary, Min. of Urban Development agreed with the view of NDMC and requested Lok Sabha Speaker to reconsider the matter.  

10. The Delhi Traffic Police, as per their letter dtd.4.8.2001 from Ms Kanwaljit Deol, Addl. Commissioner of Police also agreed for not closing the Talkatora Road.

11. A letter dtd.21.11.2001 was received from Chief Architect (NDR), CPWD wherein it was informed that the decision for closure of Talkatora Road and widening of roads surrounding Parliament House Annexe  had been finally taken  in the meeting of Hon’ble Speaker on 11.10.2001.  The layout plan showing widening of roads and closure of Talkatora Road was also enclosed with the letter.

12. As per section 203(2) of NDMC Act, 1994 the following provision is available in this connection :

“ With the previous sanction of the Council, the Chairperson may permanently close the whole or any part of a public street provided that before according such sanction, the Council shall by notice, published in the manner specified by Bye-Laws give reasonable opportunity to the residents likely to be affected by such closure to make suggestions or objection with respect to such closure and shall consider all such suggestions or objections which may be made within one month from the date of publication of the said notice.

13. This matter was placed before the Council on 26.12.2001 and it was decided as under :

“ Resolved by the Council that traffic survey/study with reference to traffic count and the overall effect of traffic in the adjoining area if the stretch of road is closed be got conducted through an independent Traffic Transportation Consultant in two weeks time for further necessary action as deemed fit.  Further, the Chairman, NDMC is authorized to take action in this respect in consultation with LG/Administrator.”  

14. Accordingly study on impact of Talkatora Road was got conducted.  The Consultant  opposed the closure of Talkatora Road and recommended the construction of subway between Parliament Library and Parliament Annexe.

15. Accordingly, the then Chairperson, NDMC sent a note to the Lt.Governor on 22.1.02 (Annexure see page 128). LG’s reaction is still awaited.

B.  Latest Position: 

A meeting was held on 11.3.2003 of Joint Committee on Security in Parliament Complex. It was made clear in the beginning of the meeting by Hon’ble Dy.Speaker that the Committee would not review the decision regarding closure of Talkatora Road but would review the progress of implementation regarding closure of the road and widening of Imtiaz Ahamad Khan Road.  After detailed discussion, it was brought out that the two issues should be delinked for the present i.e. the issue of closure of Talkatora Road would be taken by the Ministry of Urban Development in the first instance in the context of Master Plan/ Zonal Development Plan while NDMC would take up the job of widening of Imtiaz Ahmad Khan Road.

It is to be mentioned that the NDMC has to take up the following three jobs before actual widening of the said road :

1. Felling of trees falling under the road widening area. (Action Director (Hort.)

2. Relocation of ESS and Transformer presently located in the road widening area of Imtiaz Ahmad Khan Marg ( Action CE (E)).

3. Removal of two dust bins falling in the road widening area ( Action CE  (C).

Honable Dy. Speaker, Lok Sabha has desired that the work related to the widening of Imtiaz Ahmed Khan Road be completed in three months.

It is to be mentioned that the proposal to close Talkatora Road will be put up before the Council for consideration under section 203 of NDMC Act, 1994, after receiving the approval of the Ministry of UD & PA regarding closure of Talkatora Road in the context of Master Plan/ Zonal Development Plan.

The Chairperson has seen the case.

The case is put up before the Council for information and directions, if any. 

COUNCIL’S DECISION

ITEM NO. 3 (ii) (K-3)

PARTIAL MODIFICATION IN THE EXISTING RULES/TERMS AND CONDITIONS OF NDMC SOCIAL WELFARE SCHEME

(1) The Social Welfare Scheme being implemented by NDMC comprises of the following components:-

a) Pension Scheme for Old Age, Widows and the Physically  handicapped.

b) Assistance to the physically handicapped persons in terms of providing of lumpsum grant or assistance in kind.

c) Provision of blankets to T.B. patients and meeting their nutritional requirement for the period of treatment.

d) Grant payable to Orphans and destitute children. 

(2)
In pursuance to some changes made by the department of Social Welfare, Govt. of NCT of Delhi particularly in respect of the revision of quantum of Old Age Pension given on monthly basis, a similar revision is being proposed for adoption by the NDMC.  Simultaneously, certain other modifications in the old and the existing rules/terms and conditions are proposed  so that the scheme is up dated and made more relevant and meaningful in the present context.

(3)
In the attached Annexure (See pages 20 - 22) reference has been made to the existing scheme, the initial provisions with subsequent amendments, the amendment now proposed and justification thereof.  While the details have been listed out in the enclosed Annexure, the points in brief are summarized as below :-

A)
Enhancement in the quantum of Old Age Pension from Rs.200/- to Rs.300/- in pursuance to the Notification dated 24.1.2002 of the Department of Social Welfare, Govt. of NCT of Delhi.  This benefit is proposed to be effected from the date this revision was adopted by the Govt. of NCT of Delhi i.e. w.e.f. 1.2.02. 

While the Finance Department has concurred this proposal, it has been suggested  a Sub-Committee of Officers may be constituted for scrutinizing applications and the department should ensure that all pensioners are the residents of NDMC area and that the Old Age Pension should only be granted strictly on the recommendations of the Sub-Committee and “that the department must elaborate the method of selection and credentials of pensioners while obtaining administrative approval”.  The case was accordingly referred to the Chairperson NDMC explaining the relevant aspects and administrative approval for revision proposed below obtained 

A Sub-Committee of Officers is hence proposed to be constituted for scrutinizing applications and thereby recommending the cases for the grant of Pensions on the basis of applications so received either directly from the applicant or forwarded by area MLAs, MPs and Council Members.

(B)
As against the existing practice of providing pension to widows/physically handicapped persons who have attained the age of 50 years the proposed modification is for removal of the age bar so that the outreach covers other deserving cases too and in the absence of death certificate of late husband, an affidavit duly attested by the Ist Class Magisterate be also accepted.  This proposal has been concurred by the Finance Department.  Cases of recommending pension to widows, physically handicapped and lumpsum grant either in cash or kind all categories are proposed to be referred to a Sub-Committee of the officers for recommendation of the grant of all type of pension/social assistance..

(C)
In respect of the lumpsum payment/financial assistance given to the deserving persons such as physically handicapped/serious illness/distress etc. as against the existing grant of Rs.500/- in cash or the grant of appliances in kind such as sewing machine, quilt, sweaters, blankets, artificials limbs, pairs of cruches, surgical boots, wheel chairs, hearing apparatus, spectacles etc., it is proposed to enhance the upper limit of this amount to Rs.5000/- keeping with the rising prices.  The lump sum grant will be subject to the condition that beneficiaries would get this benefit only once in a life time.  The recommendation of the Sub-Committee would be sent to the Chairperson for final approval.  This proposal has also been concurred by the Finance Department with the advice that the responsibility for verifying the credential of the beneficiaries should rest on the Labour Welfare Department and that the department should lay down the guidline for scrutinizing of such applications.

The case is hence laid before the Council for decision in respect of accepting the modifications as proposed in terms of the Pension Scheme and the grant of social assistance.

COUNCIL’S DECISION

Resolved by the Council that :

A) Enhancement in the quantum of old age pension, as also assistance for the widow / physically handicapped from Rs.200/- to Rs.300/- to be effected from 1.2.2002, is approved.

B) Removal of the age bar so that outreach covers other deserving persons amongst the widows and physically handicapped is approved.  However, the Council further resolved that instead of setting up a Sub-committee of officers, to consider the pension cases, the present system may continue, where cases are recommended by the area MLA, MP and in addition, other Council Members be also authorized to recommend such cases upto a maximum of 50 per member in a year.  The forms and the documents shall be verified from the Labour Welfare Deptt. on the basis of cases so referred.

Enhancement of the lumpsum payment / financial assistance given to the deserving persons such as physically handicapped / serious illness / distress etc. is deferred for want of more information regarding the system adopted by the govt. of NCT of Delhi, for giving of financial assistance to deserving persons. However, further resolved by the Council that the present system may continue.

IMPROVEMENT TO  PALIKA BAZAR.  SH : WATER PROOFING TREATMENT ON THE ROOF OF PALIKA BAZAR PHASE-III. 


Palika Bazar underground Shopping Complex is a prestigious and fully air-conditioned  Complex of NDMC. It  was constructed during 1977. A large number of Visitors/ foreigners visit this Complex every day. Over the RCC Roof of this Shopping Complex, there is two to three ft. earth filling for horticulture development/terrace garden. After passage of time and due to watering at terrace garden, leakages were noticed specially in the shops and common passages. 


The total area of Palika Bazar is about 12,000  Sq. m. since, the cost of this work is quite substantial it was decided that the water proofing treatment may be carried out in a phased manner.  Accordingly under Phase-I an area of 2200 sq. m. under Pocket A&B was treated. After observing successful results another area of about 2500 Sq. m. under Phase-II was covered. Now, an estimate for Phase-III i.e. for all the remaining  area i.e. 7300 sq. m., has been taken. The proposed water proofing treatment is as under :-

(a) In the first instant, all the filled up earth will be removed and existing treatment over the RCC roof is to dismantled, RCC slab will be exposed. 

(b) After cleaning the surface thoroughly, the cracks will be sealed with polymer modified cementitious epoxy binder paste manufactured by CICO/SIKA, Qualcrete Ltd. or fosroc, MC vouchmie or equivalent as per the manufacturer’s specifications. 

(c) The injection grouting will be carried out by making/holes to fill porous/honeycomded surface by injecting cement slurry mixed with conbax-100, non-shrink grouts of CICO Ltd, SIKA, MC vouchmie, fosroc or equivalent. 

(d) To fill up the depressions and to give proper slope to the RCC roof surface by laying cement concrete 1: 1½ : 3  (1 cement : 1½ coarse sand : 3 stone aggregate) will be laid. 

(e) A layer of thermofusable, 7 layered polymer modified bituminous membrance, multi-plas to be laid with the help of gas torch or blow lamps over two primer coats of bituminous primer. 

(f) The surface to be plastered with 20mm cement plaster admixed with water proofing material. After that, earth filling will be re-done for horticulture purposes.

The case has also been seen by the then Chairperson for her kind approval in principle.

The estimate then was referred to Finance for their scrutiny/concurrence. They have concurred in the proposal vide their U.O. No. FA-783 dated 27.3.2003 with the following observations :-

1. Availability of funds.

2. Certification of the deptt. that water proofing treatment got carried out in phase- I&2 found to be quite successful. And that there is no other system economical and better than this system which has been got applied in phase 1 & 2.

3. That the estimate is signed by the CE(C) in token of his acceptance.

In respect of above observations the para-wise comments are given as under :

1. As regards funds there is a provision of Rs. 50 lacs under the head of account of ‘Improvement to Palika Bazar’ vide Item No. 300 page 133 of the current year’s budget book.

2. It is certified that the treatment carried out under Phase- I & II has been quite satisfactory and there is no other economical and better treatment than the instant system best to our knowledge. 

3. C.E. (C) has signed the estimate.

CHIEF ENGINEER (CIVIL)’S REMARKS :-


The case is placed before the Council for its consideration and according administrative approval and expenditure sanction of Rs.56,54,700/- (Rupees Fifty Six Lacs Fifty Four Thousand Seven Hundred only) in respect of ‘Improvement to Palika Bazar SH: Water Proofing Treatment on the roof of Palika Bazar Phase-III.

COUNCIL’S DECISION

Resolved by the Council that administrative approval & expenditure sanction to the preliminary estimate amounting to Rs. 56,54,700/- is accorded.

It was further resolved that the work should be completed within one year.
