3.2 Recommendations of consultants

3.2.1 
Noida Toll Bridge Company Limited (NTBCL) was appointed for audit and Upgradation of NDMC Roads. NTBCL had inventoried all NDMC roads in detail and suggested use of Hot Mix Technology for improvement of Roads. 

3.2.2 
It was pointed out that certain recommendations need to be examined with reference to the standard/instructions of Govt. of India/ Indian Road Congress Specifications.  A committee of experts from different departments/ organisations comprising of Sh. H.S. Dogra, E-in-C NDMC, Dr. V.K. Sood, Area Coordinator (B&M) CRRI, Sh. R. Subramaniam E-in-C, Delhi PWD, Sh. Prabhas Singh Engineer, Member DDA, Sh. Y.K. Malhotra CE(C-I), Sh. K.K. Verma SE(R-I),Sh. Ramesh Raina SE(R-II) and Sh. S.C. Gupta EE(R-IV) was constituted on 20.05.05 to finalise the recommendation at the earliest. 

After the due deliberation by the committee it was decided that the detailed survey of roads be carried out by CRRI including the traffic survey and structural evaluation. CRRI gave their recommendations as under: -

a) All roads were found to be structurally sound and do not require any strengthening.  However based on total surface distress and roughness data, the resurfacing treatment is required on all the roads & following resurfacing treatment were recommended: -

i) Treatment by conventional method i.e. by Hot Mix Technology.

ii) By Microsurfacing Method.

iii) By Recycling Method.

For every road, CRRI has given two options viz; priority option and alternate option for resurfacing treatment

The recycling / conventional treatment has been recommended on those roads which have high distress and roughness levels. The roads recommended for recycling/ conventional treatment have roughness in excess of 2500 mm/km, & total surface distress equal to or more than 10%.

Microsurfacing has been recommended on those roads which have surface distress equal to or less than 10% and roughness equal to or less than 2500 mm/km.


3.3 Strategy to Implement RIP Project

3.3.1  

To avoid delay following proposals of CE (C-I) was approved by  Chairperson :-  

(a) The Preliminary Estimate (PE) be prepared with conventional type of treatment as per specifications in vogue and in case there is any change in specifications recommended by CRRI on their detailed study, the same will be incorporated at the stage of preparation of detailed estimate (DE).  This was primarily done to avoid delay in processing of PE.

(b)     Proper camber/profile correction be provided to roads wherever required.

(c) Adequate drainage be provided before any overlay.

(d) The specifications as per MOSRTH are to be followed.

It has been approved in principle that all the approach roads to various officials/residential complexes/market are also be resurfaced alongwith the main road/service roads.

Accordingly the Preliminary estimates were processed for scrutiny in planning and concurrence by Finance for getting A/A & E/S by the council.

The case was discussed with CRRI. CRRI agreed for adopting Microsurfacing Treatment on Talkatora road.  For other roads, CRRI did not agree and insisted for use of recycling method.  For all these roads an alternate option by using conventional method has been recommended by CRRI in their report. It is therefore, recommended to adopt the alternate option viz; conventional method for treatment on these roads.

c) Review of Conventional Method:-  Considering the surface distress and roughness of the roads, CRRI agreed for Microsurfacing Treatment on following roads, other roads  are to be improved by using conventional method only.

P.E. of 47 roads have been concurred by Finance Department on the basis of Conventional Method.  27 of these roads are proposed to be resurfaced by conventional method and balance 20 roads are proposed to be resurfaced by microsurfacing method.  P.E. amount for the roads proposed to be resurfaced by microsurfacing method has been worked out by conventional method only.  Comparative analysis of the estimate of four roads have been carried out and it is observed that the cost of resurfacing by microsurfacing method works out to approximately 85% of cost of resurfacing by conventional method.  Accordingly, the amount of PE worked out based on conventional method has been multiplied by 0.85 to work out the cost of PE by microsurfacing method.

Brief History of the Subject/ Project:


Sh. Ashok Sakia, the then Joint Secretary, to P.M. had written a letter to NDMC intimating that a decision had been taken to provide exclusive entry and exit to & from 1 to 9 Race Course Road to avoid difficulties being faced by common public and vehicles on Kamal Ataturk Marg. It was also intimated that for working out the design, they had taken technical advice of M/s Pradeep Sachdeva, Design Associates and asked NDMC to consider finalization of the arrangements of hiring of M/s Pradeep Sachdeva, Design Associates for this job. Accordingly, he was appointed Architect Consultant for this job.  The Architect Consultant gave primary concept, which included Up gradation of Kamal Ataturk Marg, construction of a subway and widening of the existing bridge along with a private road for Race Course Road.  Architect Consultant had also given a rough estimate having lump sum provisions for various items of the work to be taken up.  An administrative approval for an amount of Rs.5, 53,25000/- was accorded by the Council vide its Reso.No. 3(Xlvi) dated 8.8.2002.  Approval for call of sub-head wise tenders was also accorded by the Council by the aforesaid Resolution.

It was decided to take up the work at Kamal Ataturk Marg from Samrat Hotel to the junction of Safdarjung Road, Aurangzeb Road including development of parking at the site of nursery of the Hort. Deptt. then existing on the bank of nallah.

A meeting was held in the Chamber of Hon’ble LG, Delhi on 291.2003 when Chairperson NDMC, Architect consultant, Sh. Pradeep Sachdeva, CE(C ) and SE(RM-I) were present.  Honble LG fixed up a time frame for starting the work and directed this should not be taken as a routine work and date fixed by him should be adhered to.  Tenders were invited for the work for which the Chairperson accorded sanction to condone the codal formalities such as technical sanction and approval of NIT etc.  

The work for up gradation of external area of Race Course Road and Kamal Ataturk Marg was awarded to M/s. K.R. Anand for Rs.2,35,14,379/-  vide Council’s Resolution No 3(10viii) (A viii) dtd.3.3.03 when it was decided as under:-

(i) Negotiated offer of the lowest tenderer M/S K.R.Anand at an amount of Rs 2,35,14,389/- which works out to 8.19% below the estimated cost of Rs 2,56,11,903/-, is accepted.  It was further decided that the letter of acceptance be issued in anticipation of confirmation of the minutes. 

(ii) Expenditure sanction of Rs. 3,16,00,000/- is accorded for Phase-I (which includes 20%) for electrical works) against the administrative approval of Rs 5,53,25,000/-- already accorded for the whole scheme.

(iii) Action taken by Chairperson to condone the codal formalities such as technical sanction and approval of NIT in anticipation of expenditure sanction and issue of tender documents to the firms as proposed by the Architect Consultant without giving publicity in newspapers etc. as detailed in the preamble, is approved.

The work of Upgradation of existing area of Race Course road has since been completed which mainly consisted of exclusive entry and exit to & from 1 to 9 Race Course Road, Parking for VIPs, Pilot Parking on Kamal Ataturk Marg, Parking for officer’s vehicles, General Parking on the bank of nallah, Construction of CRPF Camp, Installation of Fountain, Rreception for PM House, Security Check Post, Toilet block for visitors, Street scaping on Kamal Ataturk Marg from Samrat Hotel roundabout to Safdarjung Crossing etc.

This is a case in which department has sought financial concurrence to the revised estimate amounting to Rs. 4.50 crore in respect of the work “Up-gradation of external area of Race Course Road, New Delhi.  Perusal of the case reveals that Council vide ots Resolution No. (3xivi) dated 08.08.2002 had accorded administrative approval of the preliminary estimate of Rs.5,53,25,000/- for construction of separate road for 7 Race Course Road, Development of Kamal Attaturk marg, bridge at Khushak Nallah, subway, street lightening, horticulture, signages etc.  Approval to call tenders sub head wise was also accorded by the Council.  Vide its Resolution No. 3(xxiii) (A-8) of 03.03.2003, Council approved award of work for “Up-gradation of the external area of Race Course Road” at a tendered cost of Rs, 2,35,14,389/- with expenditure sanction of Rs.3,16,00,000/- for Phase I including 20% for electrical works.  Against the said expenditure sanction, revised estimate costs Rs. 4,50,00,000/- an excess of Rs. 1,34,30,000/-.  Approval in principle for carrying out deviations was obtained for Rs.71 lakh (additional quantity) and for Rs.8.52 lakh(Extra Items) subject to further revision, from the then Chairman (Page 24/N).  No approval in principle for remaining amount of Rs. 54.46 lakh was obtained stating that the work was of urgent & important nature being executed at PMO under direct day-to-day supervision of PMO & higher Officers of NDMC.

The case reveals that the work in question has already been executed.  Therefore, there should not be any lump sum provision in the revised cost now.  We have no objection to seeking revised approval to the cost based on actual, which needs to be worked out and got checked before seeking approval of the Chairperson for laying the matter to the Council.

COMMENTS OF THE DEPARTMENT ON COMMENTS OF FINANCE DEPARTMENT:

There is an excess of Rs 1,34,00,000/- over amount of original A/A&E/S against which approval in principle for execution of additional quantities to the tune of Rs 71 lakhs and extra items the tune of Rs 8.52 lakhs subject to further revision was accorded by the Chairperson. Approval in principle for the remaining amount of Rs 54.48 lakhs could not be obtained due to exigencies and important nature of the work, which was being executed at Prime Minister Office under direct day- to- day supervision of PMO and Higher Officers of NDMC. It is clarified that the revised P.E. is based on actual cost as intimated by the concerned departments. The revised estimate is based on actual cost.

The lanes/by lanes, service roads are due for resurfacing after expiry of 05 years.  Accordingly, after inspection was carried out by field engineers, the Preliminary Estimate was prepared for service roads under   (R-I) division which were due for resurfacing for Rs. 94.79 lacs.  The Preliminary Estimate after being checked/concurred by Planning and Finance, the administrative approval amounting to Rs. 94.79 lacs was granted by the Council vide Resolution No. V(A-VI) dated 27, May-2005.


This case is regarding acceptance of tenders.  This is the third call.  During the first call no tender were received and in the second call only one tenderer M/s Dhingra Construction Co. offered their bid quoting the rates 16.89% above the estimated cost with tendered amount Rs. 74,99,850/- which was accepted by the council vide Reso. No. 15(A-22) dated 15.12.05.  Since the validity of tender expired on 30.11.05 and the firm did not extend the same, work could not be executed and tenders were rejected & re-invited under orders of Chairperson.  The tenders were re-invited after giving wide publicity through leading newspapers and NDMC website and opened on 06.02.06.  Two tenders were sold but only one contractor quoted their rates as under:-

The justification of rates is 62.71% above the estimated cost as securitized in planning on the basis of circulated/approved market rates.  

After the finance department has seen the case, under approval of Chairperson, NDMC dated 29.03.06 negotiations with M/s Dhingra Construction Co. were conducted on 30.03.06 in chamber of E-in-C when SE(P), SE(R)Z-I, SE(R)Z-II, EE(R-I) and Sr. AO (W-I) were also present M/s Dhingra Construction Co. showed their unable ness to reduce the rates stating that the rates of bitumen and aggregate have shot up, due to maintenance period of 5 years, they have to bear extra cost, the work scattered nature with consist of narrow lanes by lanes and service roads due to which progress output is slow and overhead & expenses remain on higher side, the conditions of existing roads is very bad having lots of undulations and it is difficult to achieve regular and even surface in 25 mm thickness quantities.  He also cited the traffic problem in NDMC area, vehicles are often impounded which cause financial and production loss. 

The matter was discussed in details by negotiations sub-committee, it is seen that the rates of bitumen have increased from Rs. 18118/- MT as on 01.01.06 to Rs. 20190/-MT as on 16.03.06 and further they have increased about Rs. 900/MT w.e.f 01.04.06 also there is some increase in the rates of aggregates.  Some cost is also attributes due to other factors as informed by the contractor.  Some extra quantities on account of filling depression on undulated surface shall be considered as per actual site requirement during execution of work. 

Considering all the facts, negotiations sub-committee felt quoted rates by M/s Dhingra Construction Co., which are 42.64% above the estimated cost of              Rs. 64,15,675/- against the justified rates of 62.71% above the estimated cost with a tender amount of Rs. 91,51,520/- are reasonable and recommended for approval.

Chairperson, NDMC has approved the recommendations of sub-committee with permission to start the work in anticipation of acceptance of the tender by the Council in order to save valuable time for execution of work before onset of monsoon.  

Accordingly, letter of award to M/s Dhingra Construction Co. has been issued to vide No. 1492-1503/D/EE(R-I) dated 10.04.06 and case is being placed before the council for its approval.

FA observed as under:-

The fact that in all the 4 roads construction divisions the response to tenders for construction of lanes/back lanes is poor and only one party is emerging as L-I and is flicking his rates very fast tender after tender, there appears to some thing seriously wrong in the manner in which the work are being tendered.  Finance has given certain suggestion in this regard which the Civil Engineering Department find unacceptable. 

The matter is brought to the notice of Chairperson, who may like to consult the new E-in-C who has already joined and seem to have good understanding of road construction business in Delhi.

“I have spoken to a few major road agencies to know the reason for poor response.  The contractors apparently seem relevant for reasons:-”

Instability in the rates of materials e.g. bitumen.

The condition of 5 years maintenance guarantee.  

There is no doubt market fluctuations are unusual since the last 3-4 months & there is no clause in the contract to compensate the contractors for the same.



The condition of 5 years guarantee is a harsh condition as the life of such pavement treatment is also approximately 4-5 years.  The contractors have to take care of defects/liability on account of defective work and also defects/normal wear and tear arising out of poor drainage condition & other reason not attributable to their work.  The period of 5 years is too long & till such time 10% of the tendered cost remains blocked.  This condition needs to be reviewed for future tenders.  



Accordingly, after the approval of Chairperson dated 29.03.06, the negotiations were conducted with M/s Dhingra Construction Co. to explore the possibility of reduction in his quoted rates.

g) During 1992 Phase-II & III were renamed as N.D.C.C.  Phase – II Project & Phase – II & III Blocks were renamed as Block ‘C’ & B respectively.

h) Delhi Urban Art Commission approved Phase –II & Phase III building during 1992.

i) During 1992, existing Palika Kendra bldg. (Phase-I) was proposed for commercial purposes and N.D.C.C. Phase-II for housing N.D.M.C. office.

j) The committee approved preliminary Estimate amounting to Rs. 61,59,680,000/- during 1992.

k) During 1995, the capacity of auditorium was increased from 250 to 700.

l) During 2000, it was decided to retain existing Palika Kendra bldg. (Phase-I) for housing N.D.M.C. offices and N.DCC Phase-II (block ‘C’) for commercial purpose.

m) During 2004, block ‘B’ i.e. Art Gallery, Committee room and Auditorium were changed to Convention Centre.

n) NOC for Const. of N.D.C.C. Phase – II building was received from A.S.I during 2005.

4. DETAILERD PROPOSAL ON THE SUBJECT/ PROJECT

A)
Rescission Of Contract Of Main Building Work 

a)
Work of main building was awarded to M/s. NBCC Ltd for an amount of Rs. 23,80,81,978/- with stipulated date of start and completion as 2.9.94 and 1.9.97 respectively. Extension of time up to 30.4.01 was granted without levy of any compensation. Due to shortage of manpower, T&P and funds with M/s NBCC, work got delayed badly and finally during 2001, they abandoned the work. M/s NBCC had executed the work to the tune of Rs. 21 Crore against which an amount of Rs. 20,54,75,600/- has been paid. 

b)
During the year 2002, Chief Technical Examiner inspected the work and commented upon adversely for bad quality of work executed by M/s NBCC. After lot of persuasions, M/s. NBCC agreed to complete the balance work and rectify the defects as observed by CTE, Architect Consultant and the department. Contractual recoveries were deferred, consequent upon the decisions taken in the meeting held between the then Chairperson, NDMC and CMD, NBCC during 2002. Special advances of Rs. One Crore and Rs. 40 lacs were paid to M/s. NBCC, on their request to come out of financial crisis. Council vide its resolution no. 3(Xiii) dt. 22.11.02 accorded approval for the said payments with a view to get the work completed and rectification of defects in a time bound manner of 4-1/2 months. Even after lapse of the said period, M/s NBCC failed to complete the work and rectification of defects. Instead of completing the work M/s NBCC had opted for Arbitration thrice. 3rd arbitration proceedings are still in progress. As M/s NBCC stopped the work completely, department had no option but to issue show cause notices under Clause 2 and 3 of the agreement to M/s. NBCC to rescind the contract.  

c)
Matter of rescission of contract was discussed in detail during first High Power Committee meeting held on 02.9.04 under the Chairmanship of Chairperson, NDMC. It was agreed in principle to rescind the contract after obtaining the views of Legal Advisor. The matter was examined and in view of abandonment of work and failure on the part of M/s NBCC, it was decided to rescind the contract in anticipation of approval of the Council. Accordingly, the contract was rescinded on 25/2/05, after obtaining the approval of Chairperson. Left over and defective work is being executed at risk & cost of the firm. The work of risk & cost has been awarded recently.

B)
Rescission Of Contract Of Plumbing And Sanitary Work 

a)
Contract for Plumbing and sanitary work was awarded to M/s National Installation Co. This work is completed about 60%. As M/s NBCC could not complete the finishing works of Toilet etc., so work of fixing of sanitary fixtures etc. could not be completed and the work was held up for last 3 years. Due to delay, contractor invoked arbitration and arbitration is in progress.

b)
Contractor, M/s N.I.C. changed the constitution of his firm from partnership firm to sole proprietorship without seeking any approval from the Engineer-in-Charge as per contract condition. As the contractor violated the contract condition, the contract was rescinded on 25.10.05 after obtaining the approval of Chairperson. The contract was rescinded under agreement Clause 21 & 23 due to which work is not being executed at risk & cost of firm as site was not handed over to the contractor completely. The contract of balance work has been awarded recently.

C)
Rescission Of Contract Of Fire Suppression Work 

Contract of Fire suppression work was awarded to M/s Spack Turnkey Project Pvt. Ltd. This work is completed about 30%. Contractor stopped the work since Sep 2002 due to internal disputes between the partners of the firm. Several letters were written to the firm but received back undelivered as no whereabouts could be ascertained. As no whereabouts of the firm was available, the contract was rescinded after obtaining the approval of Chairperson. Left over work is being executed at risk & cost of the contractor. The contract of risk & cost has been awarded recently.

3.         Brief history of the subject project : 

The Education Department is providing free uniform to students of Nursery to VIII every year.  Prior to session 2005-06 Education Department provided uniform cloth to all the students of said classes & cashmilon wool for Jersey to students of classes I, III & V.  In the Academic Year 2005-06, in place of cloth & cashmilon wool, the re-imbursement of cost of stitched uniform and readymade wollen jersey has been made to all the students of classes Nursery to VIII. 

In the current session 2006-07 the department proposes to provide uniform directly to individual students through suppliers selected for the same under the supervision of class teacher and the payment / reimbursement to suppliers by head quarter after due verification by head of the schools.

4.
Detailed proposal on the subject/project: 
Delhi Govt. has formulated plan schemes in Education Sector so as to facilitate implementation of schools improvement programmes and to cater to welfare of the students.  The number of schemes viz. “Free supply of text books”, Uniform subsidy”, “Stipend to girls students, scholarship etc. are intended for the welfare of students.

The Education Department was providing uniform cloth to all the students of classes from Nursery to VIII every year and cashmilon wool for jersey to students of classes I, III & V till 2004 – 05.   In the session 2005-06, the department has reimbursed the cost of stitched uniform and readymade woolen jersey to all the student of  classes Nursery to VIII.   The uniform to be given to the students includes two sets of uniform for summer i.e Two sets of stitched uniforms for Summer including ( 1 Half sleeve shirt and 1 half pant for Nry and Pry. Boys while 1 half sleeve shirt and 1 full pant for Middle, Sec. and Sr. Sec. Boys, 1 Half sleeve shirt and I Tunic for Nry. Girls, 1 Half sleeve shirt and 1 skirt for Pry Girls, 1 half sleeve Kurta, Salwar & Duppatta for Middle, Sec. & Sr. Sec. Girls.) and one set for winter including ( 1 full sleeve shirt & Full Pant for Nry to Sr. Sec. Boys,  1 full sleeve shirt & Full Pant for Nry. and  Pry. Girls, 1 full sleeve Kurta, Salwar and Dupatta for Middle, Sec. and Sr. Sec. Girls.,  ) alongwith 1 woolen  Jersey  for Winter to all the students of classes from Nursery to XII for each student of classes Nursery to XII.  In the current year suppliers would be selected and permitted to give uniform as per specification to individual student under the supervision of class teacher. The class teacher in turn would certify the receipt of uniform of his or her section for the reimbursement of payment by Hear Quarter after due verification by Head of school at the fixed rate.  

At present there are 3085, 16571, 6046,1478 and 1000 students as per enrolment in Nursery, Primary, Middle, Secondary and Senior Secondary classes respectively.  The estimated amount in giving uniform to all the students of classes Nursery to XII approximately works out to Rs.2,35,52,550/- (Rs. Two crores thirty five lac fifty thousand five hundred and fifty only).  (See pages 63 – 65)

The expenditure in providing uniform to students of Primary classes is to be met out of Plan Fund against the Welfare Scheme formulated by Delhi Government in which budget provision of Rs.25/- lacs exists for BE-2006-07.  However, the expenditure for uniform to students of Nursery, Middle, Secondary and Senior Secondary classes shall be charged to D.1.5.4(I), D.1.3.5(V), D.1.2A.8 and D.12.8 (IV) in which budget provision in BE-2006-07 exists Rs.8/- lacs, Rs.33 lacs, Rs.2/- lacs and Rs.4/- lacs respectively. The additional funds shall be sought in RE 2006-07.

2. Data information and computation are correct.

3. Chairperson has seen the case on 14.2.2006 and case is laid for approval of Council.

It is further clarified that

a) The yardstick approved by the Council vide Resolution No.3 (xxxiii) dated 8.9.02 for sweater and uniform cloth  was as under-

(i) Cashmilon (for sweater) for students of class I, III and V 225 gm, 250 gm. And 300 gm. Loose cashmilon respectively.

(ii) Uniform cloth for one set of Pant/half pant and Shirt/Frowk to all the students upto class VIII.

b) In the academic year 2005-06,  re-imbursement of cost of one set of uniform and one sweater to all the students of classes Nursery to VIII has been made at the rate of  Rs.250/-, Rs.380/- and Rs.420/- for Nursery, Primary and  Middle class students respectively. Rs.92,95,210/- was  given as an advance to Head of schools for re-imbursement as above, the adjustment of which is under process.

c) In current year 2006-07, the department  proposes to provide:

(i)  Two sets of stitched uniforms for Summer including ( 1 Half sleeve shirt and 1 half pant for Nry and Pry. Boys while 1 half sleeve shirt and 1 full pant for Middle, Sec. and Sr. Sec. Boys, 1 Half sleeve shirt and I Tunic for Nry. Girls, 1 Half sleeve shirt and 1 skirt for Pry Girls, 1 half sleeve Kurta, Salwar & Duppatta for Middle, Sec. & Sr. Sec. Girls.), and   one set of winter  uniform  including ( 1 full sleeve shirt & Full Pant for Nry to Sr. Sec. Boys,  1 full sleeve shirt & Full Pant for Nry. and  Pry. Girls, 1 full sleeve Kurta, Salwar and Dupatta for Middle, Sec. and Sr. Sec. Girls.,  ) alongwith 1 woolen  Jersey  for Winter to all the students of classes from Nursery to XII,  while last year only one set of uniform for summer including ( full sleeve shirt , half pant for Nry Boys, full sleeve shirt & half Pant form I to V, fiull sleeve shirt and full pant from VI to VIII Boys, full sleeve shirt & Tunic for Nry., Full Sleeve Shirt and Skirt from I to V, Kurta, salwar & Duppatta from VI to VIII Girls ) along with one Maroon Jersey from Nry . to VIII was given.

(ii) During academic year 2005 – 06 parents of students purchased uniform and then money was reimbursed to them. This year i.e in academic year 2006 – 07,  it is proposed that the uniform supplier will go to each class & provide stitched uniform sets as per policy and class teacher alongwith Head of school will certify that all students have been provided proper full uniform. Then the total amount to the uniform supplier will be paud by the Head office for all his supplies.

       3.  Brief history of the subject/project:  


National Programme of Nutritional support to Primary Education commonly known as the mid day meal scheme was launched as a Centrally sponsored Scheme on 15th Aug.1995. The objective of the scheme was to boost universalization of Primary Education by increasing enrolment, attendance, retention and learning level of the children especially those belonging to the lower section of the society and to improve Nutritional status of the children. 


NDMC implemented the scheme in August 2003 and 60 schools out of 82 schools were covered in the year 2003-04.  The scheme was fully implemented in the month of September 2004 in all the NDMC, NDMC Aided & Navyug Schools run by the Navyug School Education Society, a fully funded Society of the NDMC. Since then NDMC is providing cooked mid day meal in all the Schools up to Class V through NGOs/Caterers by providing the requisite 300 calories and 8-12 gms. of protein per child per day and lifting the grains from the FCI godown as per the requirements.

4.  Detailed proposal on the subject/project:

4.11 The scheme be implemented on a payment of Rs.2/- for primary students per child per day along with free supply of 100gms of food grain per day per child and @ of flat rate Rs.2.50  per day per child without free food grain for Nursery students.

4.12 Utmost importance shall be given to Health & Hygeine, quality & quantity of the food. The items of food to be supplied are as under: -

i. Dal Chawal/Sambar Chawal
ii. Poori Subzi/Poori Chole
iii. Stuff Parantha with Pickle/Chatni
iv. Chana Dal Pulao
v. Black Gram Pulao
vi. Sweet Dalia/Kheer
vii. Mixed Vegetable Pulao
viii. Vegetable Dalia/Vegetable Moong Dal Khichri

4.13 Application will be invited by giving wide publicity through public notice from the following categories.

i. Parents Teachers Association
ii. Vidyalaya Kalyan Samiti
iii. Resident Welfare Association.
iv. Non-Governmental Organization.
v. Reputed Caterers having infrastructures for canteens.
vi. Kitchen of the Social Welfare homes if available in the vicinity.
vii. Anganwadis.
viii. Institutions with considerable experience in providing cooked meals in clusters.
ix. Proprietor or Partners of firms/individuals of repute in supplying the cooked meals.
x. Thihar Jail
xi. Self help Groups.

4.14 A committee comprising of Director Finance, MOH/Director Health, Director Welfare, Director Education, AEO(MMS) and DEO be constituted for recommending/selection of the supplier. The weightage for making preferential category will be done by the proposed committee on the  basis of Financial capability, Experience in Mid day meal, Provision of kitchen, Health License and any other decision/proposal of the committee.

4.15 The NGO/Firm/Individual who will assigned the job of mid day meal will lift the wheat/rice quota directly from the FCI Godown on the basis of the allocations of wheat/rice by the Govt. of India/ NDMC.

4.16 The contract/agreement between the NDMC and the selected supplier will be made by the Director Education on behalf of  NDMC.

Health and Hygine

4.17 The selected NGOs/Caterer/others who will be assigned the job of supplying mid day meal in NDMC schools shall supply the meal in the sealed container and unseal the container in the presence of the Head of the school/Members of the school committee before the distribution of the cooked meal in tiffin box/disposal plates of good quality.

4.18 MOH will monitor the quality and hygiene of food supplied to the school children by deputing Doctors/Dietician.

4.19 A committee comprising of Head of the Institution/HM, a domestic science teacher/science background teacher and a PTA member/residential welfare member of the area will supervise the scheme and head of the school will ensure that the food supplied by the supplier is in accordance with the Hon’ble Supreme Court orders i.e. having 300 calories and 8-12gms of protein per unit. The cooked food will be tasted by the members of the committee and the concerned class teachers before the distribution among the children.

Monitoring & Checking 
4.20 Mothers can be made a formal member of the existing school level monitoring committee. Modified committee shall meet at least four times a year to review/assess implementation of the programme.
4.21 The committee members shall visit the kitchens of the suppliers at least once a month. The programme of visit shall be decided by the Head of school. Observations made during visits shall be informed to the supplier as early as possible. In case of any adverse observations HQs shall be informed immediately. Every school shall have a complaint/suggestion register.
4.22 In order to minimize any irregularity and for proper monitoring and accountability all the schools under the jurisdiction of NDMC were divided into 8 zones and Nodal officers were appointed to monitor the scheme in each zone. 

4.23 A regular checking will also be conducted by the inspection team consisting of various deptt. of NDMC.

4.24 PTA shall be requested to make sure at least one parent by rotation should be present to check and taste the meal. A register shall be maintained by the Head of the school on which the entries of  (i) Name of the parents (ii) Name of the students (iii) Class of the students (iv). Address & (v) Remarks for each date with signature of the parents shall be maintained.

4.25 To have an idea of impact of mid day meal on the Health of the children a regular Health checkup through the Doctors have already been started.

A committee comprising of Head of the Institution/HM, a domestic science teacher/science background teacher and a PTA member/residential welfare member  of the area will supervise the scheme and head of the school will ensure that the food supplied by the supplier is in accordance with the Hon’ble  Supreme Court  orders i.e. having 300 calories and 8-12gms of protein per unit. The cooked food will be tasted by the members of the committee and the concerned class teachers before the distribution among the children. MOH will monitor the quality and hygiene of food supplied to the school children by deputing Doctors/Dietician. 

In order to minimize any irregularity and for proper monitoring and accountability all the schools under the jurisdiction of NDMC were divided into 8 zones and Nodal officers were appointed to monitor the scheme in each zone. A regular checking will also be conducted by the inspection team consisting of various deptt. of NDMC.

PTA shall be requested to make sure at least one parent by rotation should be present to check and taste the meal. A register shall be maintained by the Head of the school on which the entries of  (i) Name of the parents (ii) Name of the students (iii) Class of the students (iv). Address & (v) Remarks for each date with signature of the parents shall be maintained.

To have an idea of impact of mid day meal on the Health of the children a regular Health checkup through the Doctors have already been started. A school wise quarterly report will be submitted.

PARA –IV

PTA meeting involving parents of primary class children may be clalled and information about the new initiative be given by the Head of the school to seek voluntary participation by mothers of the children.

Based on the response each school shall draw a list of names of mothers of students of each primary class and shall also draw a schedule of their visit on every working day to supervise feeding.

At least three mothers by rotation may oversee the programme so that there is involvement of mothers of all primary school children. Mid day meal Incharge shall coordinate the arrangement in consultation with each class teacher.

Mothers can be made a formal member of the existing school level monitoring committee. Modified committee shall meet at least four times a year to review/assess implementation of the programme.

The committee members shall visit the kitchens of the suppliers at least once a month. The programme of visit shall be decided by the Head of school. Observations made during visits shall be informed to the supplier as early as possible. In case of any adverse observations HQs shall be informed immediately. Every school shall have a complaint/suggestion register.

a) Approx. Rs.47. 91 Lacs is the expenditure incurred on this scheme during 

    the previous year 2005-06 

b) General performance of the suppliers was satisfactory.

c) No major deficiency has been noted except one or two instances of the short 

     supply during the previous year 2005-06.

d) No specific complaint made by the PTA against the supplier. However there are observations i.e. the meals with rice product is supplied more in comparison to meal with wheat products. This shall be taking into consideration that this year the rice & wheat product shall be equally distributed.

9.   Legal implication of the subject/project


Hon’ble Supreme Court of India in the case titled WP(C) 196/2001 [PUCL V/s Union of India & Others] directed the state / Union Territory Governments to implement the mid-day-meal scheme by providing each child in every Government and Government assisted primary schools with a prepared mid day meal with a minimum content of 300 calories and 8-12 gms. of protein each day of scheme for a minimum of 200 days.

3.
Brief History of the subject / project:

a. The Council in its meeting held on 30-08-2000, vide its Resolution No. 3 (xvi) had approved the Technical instructions for trade licenses, which inter alia included the NDMC (Swimming Pool) byelaws.  These byelaws deal with sanitary facilities such as quality of water, capacity of pool in relation to bather, Health requirements, safety measures, structural features in relation to pool dimensions walk pathways, etc..  A copy of the byelaws approved by the Council on 30-08-2000 vide Resolution No. 3(xvi) is placed at Appendix-1. (See pages 75 – 91)
b. Under section 391(1) of the New Delhi Municipal Council Act, 1994 it is obligatory to publish the draft of the proposed bye-laws for the information of persons likely to be affected thereby; after considering any objection/suggestion which may have been received in this behalf to get the bye-laws finally approved by the Council and thereafter obtain the approval of the Government of NCT, Delhi and publish them in the Delhi Gazette.  The draft of the proposed byelaws approved by the Council on 30-08-2000 could not be published, inviting suggestion/objection so far, for the reasons given in the next para.

4.
Detailed proposal on the subject / project:

a. It has now come to notice that Government of NCT, Delhi has already made the Union Territory of Delhi Swimming Pools (Licensing and Controlling) Regulations 1980.  A copy of the said Regulations together with the amendments made therein on 23-10-1991 is at Appendix-II (See pages 92 – 103). Regulation 1(3) provides that they apply to all swimming pools to which the public are admitted either on payment of money or with the intention that money may be collected on admission.

b. In accordance with the amended clause 2(ii) of Regulation 4 of the said Regulation, the Government of NCT of Delhi had appointed a panel consisting of six members to assist the Commissioner of Police of Delhi in deciding the question of suitability of a swimming pool in the NCT, Delhi.  One of the members of this panel is Health Officer (Medical Officer of Health) NDMC.

c. In the light of the fact that the Government of NCT, Delhi have already framed Regulations under section 28 of the Delhi Police Act, 1978 for licensing and controlling the swimming pools in the Union Territory of Delhi, it is proposed that it is not essential for the NDMC to frame any separate byelaws on the subject.

d. It will not be out of place to mention that “swimming pool” is not an obligatory function of the Council.  However, “the organization, construction, maintenance and management of swimming pools” designed for the improvement of the public health is one of the discretionary functions of the Council under section 12 of the Act.

e. In the light of the above, it is proposed that the draft proposal in regard to the NDMC (Swimming Pool) Byelaws as approved by the Council on 30-08-2000 vide Resolution No.3(xvi) need not be pursued further.

3. Brief history of the subject/project

As per the provision of the Section 62 of The Electricity Act., 2003, in case of NDMC, the Delhi Electricity Regulatory Commission, is the statutory authority to approve Annual Revenue Requirement and proposal for revised tariffs to be charged from the electricity Consumers of the NDMC area.  This was the first time, after coming into effect the provisions of The Electricity Act., 2003 that NDMC, filed such application before the Commission for approval of Annual Revenue Requirement for the F.Y. 2005-06 and determination of Retail Supply Tariffs to be charged by the NDMC from the electricity Consumers of its area.
Accordingly, Administrative Staff College of India, Hyderabad, were engaged as our Consultant, to enable us to file the application with necessary details and as per the requirements of DERC. After series of meetings with all concerned Departments of NDMC, which were presided over even at the level of Chairperson/Secretary, NDMC, the final petition for approval of Annual Revenue Requirement for the year 2005-06 and proposed revised tariff for electricity Consumers of NDMC area, with necessary details was prepared by our Consultant and filed before Delhi Electricity Regulatory Commission on 3.12.04.  
The total Annual Revenue Requirement for the year 2005-06 was projected by the NDMC for Rs. 54227.02 Lakhs (later on projection was revised to Rs. 53852 Lakhs during technical discussion with DERC Officials), whereas revenue from existing tariff would be Rs. 48651.28 Lakhs thereby leading to a deficit of Rs. 5201.24 Lakhs.   Average cost per unit was projected to be Rs. 5.71 per Kwh and average realization per unit to be Rs. 5.16 per Kwh.  As such in the said application the tariff charges for the year 2005-06 were proposed to be increased between 5% to 12% for the different categories of the Consumers.   Hon’ble Commission has, however, estimated Annual Revenue Requirement as Rs. 45817.00 Lakhs and Revenue at existing tariff as Rs. 48048.00 Lakhs for the F.Y. 2005-06 thereby anticipating a surplus of Rs. 2230 Lakhs.    Hon’ble Commission in its orders has inter-alia provided that “the surplus that would be earned by the Petitioner, NDMC, at existing tariffs, the Commission considers it appropriate to create a Regulatory Reserve for the Petitioner.  Surplus revenue of the petitioner, i.e., the revenue over and above the revenue requirement of the Petitioner as approved by the Commission, shall be treated as part of this reserve.  The Regulatory Reserve shall be adjusted at the end of year based on truing up of expenses and revenue for FY 2005-06.  The Regulatory Reserve created shall be used in future years to offset increases in the revenue requirement of the NDMC thereby, eliminating the need to increase tariffs to that extent.”   The orders of the Delhi Electricity Regulatory Commission dated 02.11.2005 on the Petition No. 77/2004 of the NDMC in the matter of Petition for approval of Annual Revenue Requirement (ARR) for the financial year 2005-06 and determination of Retail Supply Tariffs to be charged by the New Delhi Municipal Council (NDMC) from the electricity Consumers of its area is added as Annexure “A”(See pages 108 – 154) for ready reference.  

Further on the basis of the draft submitted by our Consultant, M/s I.C.R.A. Ltd., we have filed a petition before D.E.R.C. on 3.4.06, for approval of Annual Revenue Requirement for the year 2006-07 and for determination of retail tariffs to be charged by NDMC from the electricity consumers of its area.  The copy of the same is added as Annexure “B” (See pages 155 – 188).

The abstracted provisions as contained in the petition filed before D.E.R.C. are as under:

EXPECTED REVENUE AT EXISTING TARIFF IN FY 2005-06

The revenue from the sale of power at the existing tariff and estimated demand for NDMC for FY 2005-06 is Rs. 45537 Lakhs. The same can be seen in table 2.1.   It has been highlighted that with the introduction of two-part tariff for consumers with load 10 kW and above it has led to a considerable reduction in the revenues realized by NDMC from these categories. The Honourable Commission would appreciate that consumers like hotels and large commercial installations within NDMC’s area of supply are able to manage the power factor to their advantage, with the result that the introduction of two-part tariff has led to a loss of revenue from such consumers. 

REVENUE FROM SALE OF POWER AT EXISTING TARIFF IN FY 2006-07

The revenue from the sale of power at the existing tariff and projected demand for the NDMC for FY 2006-07 is projected at Rs. 47299 Lakhs. The details can be seen in table 2.2. 

REVENUE DEFICIT AT EXISTING TARIFF

The revenue deficit of NDMC for FY 2005-06 and FY 2006-07 is detailed in table 2.3. The computation of revenue, expenditure and reasonable return have also been shown in the petition.

As shown in the above table, the shortfall in revenue for the ensuing year viz. FY 2006-07 is estimated at Rs 3568.26 Lakhs. Similarly, the current year’s gap in terms of the shortfall in the recovery of expenditure (including reasonable return) for FY 2005-06 has been computed at Rs 3203.36 Lakhs, resulting in the cumulative revenue gap of Rs. 6772 Lakhs. 

Accordingly, NDMC has submitted the following proposal to cover the shortfall in revenue, for the consideration of the Honourable Commission.

COVERAGE OF REVENUE GAP

NDMC proposes to cover the cumulative revenue gap of Rs. 6772 Lakhs through additional revenue from proposed tariff revision. ((Revenue at proposed tariff is summarized in Section 2.6 of the petition).

Brief history of the subject/project


1. The NDMC vide its Reso. No. 18 dated 25.3.94 extended the benefit of concessional rate of electricity tariff as prevalent in DESU for their employees residing in NDMC accommodations/NDMC area at the rate of 13P per unit (12P+1P Electricity Tax element) on the analogy of DESU as per admissibility of units to various categories of employees as under: -


2. 
In compliance thereof 3066 NDMC employees residing in municipal accommodations both within and outside the NDMC jurisdiction are presently beneficiaries of concessional electricity in term of Committee’s Reso. No. 18 dated 28.03.94.  The employees as per their entitlement are charged for electricity consumption @ 13 paise per unit (i.e. 12 paise plus 1P electricity tax element), for 100 units, 150 units and 200 units based on three sets of pay scale of the employees, as detailed above.  After the concessional slab, as stated above, the normal domestic tariff rates are applied, starting from the first (initial) slab of normal domestic tariff. The total numbers of beneficiary employees of 3066 of concessional electricity also includes, 241 employees residing in NDMC accommodations outside the NDMC area, who are being reimbursed the difference of normal tariff paid by them to BSES/NDPL (on the rates prevalent as per the tariff schedule of 2001) and the concessional charges payable by them in terms of the aforesaid resolution on receipt of claims from them.

3. 
There has been persistent demand from various quarters/employee Unions for extending the benefit of concessional tariff to all Council’s employees on the analogy of DESU/DVB (now BSES/NDPL) because in NDMC the number of employees benefited by the scheme/policy laid down by the Council vide its Reso. No.18 dated 25.3.94 are only 17.44% of the actual sanctioned strength of 17584 employees.

4. 
Earlier the case was laid before the Council in its meeting held on 28.1.2002 for consideration and approval of the proposal that the existing policy of extending the benefit concessional tariff to municipal employees residing in NDMC accommodation/NDMC area only approved by the NDMC vide Reso. No. 18 dated 25.3.94 be done away with and electricity allowance @ Rs. 100/- per month may be paid to all the employees of NDMC irrespective of their status along with salary.    However, the Council decision was postponed for re-examination.   The case was re-examined but was rejected by the Chairman vide orders dated 28.6.2002 in view of information rendered by the Commercial Officer, DVB that benefits of concessional tariff are not being extended to the employees residing outside territorial jurisdiction of DVB.  It was also decided that the matter may be treated as closed.  

5. 
In view of the persistent demand from the NDMC Worker’s Federation, a meeting was convened by the Chairperson, NDMC, on 3.2.2003 and after re-examination the following suggestions were laid before the Council for consideration and its approval on any one of the following suggestions:

i) To extend the existing benefit to all extra NDMC employees which would approximately have Rs. 4.52 Crores expenditure per annum.

ii) Rs. 100/- per month to all the NDMC employees irrespective of their status which is about Rs. 1.98 Crore per annum in monetary terms.

iii) To distribute the existing benefit which is about Rs. 91 Lakhs (approx.) in monetary terms among all NDMC employees and each employee will get benefit of Rs. 550/- per annum.

iv) Benefit of an amount equivalent to 50 units to all NDMC employees irrespective of their status and this incurs an expenditure of Rs. 1.30 Crores (approx.) per annum.

v) Existing benefit may be withdrawn altogether.

vi) Any other solution of the issue by the Council. 

However, as per decision of the Council Reso. No. 3(xix) (G-8) dated 21.3.2003, the item was deferred.  

6. 
In order to eliminate this discrimination amongst the employees, Chairperson, NDMC vide her orders dated 18.6.04, approved to set up a Committee under the Chairmanship of Director (Welfare) with representatives from Comml./Elect. Deptt. to go into the matter and come up with recommendations regarding review of facility of concessional electricity tariff to the NDMC employees.   The concession has been desired to be extended to those persons who do not have municipal housing and should ideally be highest for the lowest paid. 

7. 
Accordingly, the Committee set up under the orders of the Chairperson, NDMC, has submitted its report on 2.8.04.   The same is added as Annexure “A” (See pages   193-197) to the preamble.

The said Committee recommended for grant of electricity allowance to all the NDMC employees, irrespective of the pay scales  @ Rs. 200/- per month.    This will result in the total expenditure of Rs. 4.22 Crores and additional expenditure of Rs. 3.40 Crores, over and above the present expenditure of Rs. 81.95 Lacs by way of concessional tariff presently being granted to the NDMC employees, residing in the accommodations owned by the NDMC.  The said decision, would tantamount to stoppage of concessional electricity tariff facility presently being extended to its employees, residing in the municipal accommodations both within and outside the NDMC jurisdiction, as per the decision of the Committee’s Reso. No. 18 dated 25.3.94.    This will also require the Council to review of its earlier decision.

Details proposal on the subject/project


The Committee under Director (Welfare) recommended a fixed electricity allowance of Rs. 200/- per month for all employees but Secretary, NDMC is of the view that it would cause tremendous burden on NDMC funds.  Views of F.A. and the then E-in-C are similar.  They expressed the opinion that it should be eliminated altogether.  At this juncture the proposal is to withdraw this facility extended to group ‘A’ & ‘B’ employees.

3. Brief history of live Subject/Project

The lanes/ by lanes, service roads are due for resurfacing after expiry of 05 years.   So the roads which are due for resurfacing are inspected by the field staff to check whether the roads need to be resurfaced and adequate drainage exists.  Accordingly the lanes, by lanes, roads were inspected by the Executive Engineer concerned along with his field staff and they have certified that the roads included in the tender needs resurfacing and adequate drainage exist.  However, any augmentation/improvement required will be carried out before resurfacing against 15% taken in the estimate.  Resurfacing of lanes, by lanes and service roads has been the concern of Chief Minister and other VVIPs.  The matter was reviewed by the Chairperson and the Secretary with the direction to ensure that the roads which are due for resurfacing are resurfaced on priority.  Accordingly, after inspection was carried, the preliminary estimates were prepared for roads under EE(R-IV) which were due for resurfacing for Rs. 71,81,000/-.  The preliminary estimate after being checked/concurred by Planning and Finance, the administrative approval amounting to Rs. 71,81,000/- was granted by the Council vide Resolution No. 5(A-6) dated 27th may 2005.

From the above statement it is seen that the lowest rate has been quoted by M/s Dhingra Const. Co. which is 60.90% above the estimated cost of Rs.42,73,717/-. The justification is 64.70% above the estimated cost. After scrutiny and recommendation by the planning division, the negotiation were conducted with the lowest tenderer i.e. M/s Dhingra Const. Co. 

The negotiations were conducted in the chamber of E-in-C on 31.03.06 with L-1 contractor. During negotiation the contractor has reduced the rates which worked out to  54.79% above the estimated cost i.e.  6.02% below the earlier quoted rates.

The financial implication of the tendered value comes to Rs.66,15,401/-. The necessary funds are available to meet the expenditure of this work during the current year 2006-07 budget provision of Rs. 1500 lacs vide item 239, P-110 under the head of G.1.3 of strengthening and resurfacing of NDMC roads.

6. Implementation scheduled with timeliness for such stage including internal proceeding:

The internal procedures of award of work have already been completed and after approval of tender by the Competent Authority, the award letter will be issued to the contractor to commence the work.  The work will commence within 10 days of date of award of letter and the time period required for the completion of the entire work is three months.

7. Comments of the Finance Department on the subject:

    The finance department has cleared the case file of tender as recommended by E-in-C subject to the following.

(i) Pollution control certificate for the 2005-06 have not attached by the L-1   Contractor which was required as per NIT conditions.

(ii) The same firm in a similar case of R-I division has offered rates at 42.64% above (February 2006). But in the case R-IV division the case in hand, the negotiated offer at 54.79% above is still higher by 12.15% above (tender opened in March 2006). This increase in just about a month’s time needs justification with reference to increase of rates in the market and also the trend of rates in respect of similar works in other organizations.

(i) The pollution control certificate upto 31.01.06 by the lowest tenders was already annexed with the tender and pollution control certificate for the period of 2006-07 has already been applied by the L-1 contractor.

1. Name of the subject/Project

Repair/renovation, Maintenance and management of public conveniences on BOT basis with advertisement rights.

2. Name of the Department

Health Department, Coordinated by Dir. (Project)

3. Brief History of the subject/project:

NDMC area, being the hub of the city, is visited by a large number of people. NDMC has in all about 200 Public toilets in its jurisdiction. The maintenance of toilets has however left much to be desired. NDMC was the first civic agency in the country to involve private participation in the construction and maintenance of public conveniences. The source of funding being advertisement revenues.  The experiment has been a great success and is being replicated in other cities of the country. Learning from this experiment, it was decided to invite private participation in rehabilitation and maintenance of the existing public conveniences. Out of the existing about 200 toilets, 155 toilets were identified to be renovated and operated with the help of private participation on a “Built, operate and transfer basis” (BOT). The toilets were divided into two packages, First comprising toilets situated North of Rajpath (61 toilets) and the second package comprising toilets situated South of Rajpath (94 toilets). The toilets situated in CP area, some toilets situated near VIP locations such as PM house and the community toilets such those situated at Dhobi Ghats were kept out of the two packages.

4.
Detailed proposal on the subject/project

EOI for the above project were invited by NDMC in leading newspapers on 26.7.04.  Total 35 concerns had responded to the advertisement and out of these 35 concerns, 10 concerns qualified for participating in further tendering process. 

The primary objective of NDMC was to ensure that a suitably high standard of maintenance is ensured in the public toilets. The Request for Proposal document had to be framed suitably so as to bind the bidders to the promises made in the bids.  The revenue realization was secondary. Accordingly a comprehensive RFP document was prepared in consultation with the Law & Finance Deptt.  Letter of invitation were issued & all the 10 pre qualified concerns purchased the RFP document.

Out of 10 pre qualified concerns only 2 concerns viz. Shriram Institute of Rural Development and M/s Hythro Power Corpn. Ltd. submitted their technical and financial proposals on the due date. A technical bid evaluation Committee was constituted by the Chairperson and the technical bids were opened on 22/11/05 in the presence of the representatives of the two bidders. The financial bids were kept sealed to be opened after the technical evaluation. Bids for only one package (Package –II – South of Rajpath) were given by both the parties.


Three meeting of the Evaluation Committee took place on 7.12.05, 20.12.05 & 26/12/05. In between clarifications were sought from bidders on various issues and in the last meeting, marks were allotted by the committee on the predefined evaluation parameters. The Committee gave 52.5 marks out of 100 to M/s. Shriram Institute of Rural Development and 79.5 marks out of 100 to M/s. Hythro Power Corpn. Ltd. The minimum qualifying marks were 70 out of 100. The technical evaluation committee found that M/s. Shri Ram Institute of Rural Development did not meet the technical evaluation benchmark. The recommendation of the Technical evaluation committee were approved by the Chairperson and the Financial proposal of M/s. Hythro Power Corporation Ltd. was opened on 9-1-2006 in presence of the committee members. The company has quoted a revenue share of 9.71% of the receipts from advertisements. As per the formula laid down in the RFP document, the minimum guaranteed amount of revenue share works out to Rs. 11.86 lakh for the first year, to be increased by 5% every year.

The Empowered committee set up by the Chairperson to monitor the progress of projects, accepted the bid submitted by M/s. Hythro Power Corporation Limited, on the recommendation of the bid evaluation committee.


After approval of the Chairperson, a Notice of Award dated 13/3/2006 was issued to M/s. Hythro Power Corporation Limited which was accepted by them vide letter of acceptance dated 16/3/2006.

The Concession Agreement has been signed between NDMC and M/s. Hythro Power Corporation Limited on 18-04-2006.  MOH has signed on behalf of the NDMC.  

As per provision of the concession agreement a steering group has been constituted by the Chairperson consisting of (1) SE (R-I) presently Sh. Rakesh Sharma (2) CMO(MSW)-presently Dr. Ramesh Kumar and one member, shall be a representative of the concessionaire i.e. M/s Hythro Power Corporation Ltd. The steering group will monitor the project during the implementation period and during the operations period.

          An independent engineer has been appointed as per the concession agreement to supervise the work during the implementation period of about 7 months.

5. Financial implications of the proposed project/subject :

NDMC is likely to earn minimum revenue of Rs. 11.86 lakh per annum with an annual increase of 5% for the next seven years. Also, the 94 toilets will be renovated and handed back to NDMC at the end of the concession period.

6.

The concessionaire has to complete the renovation of the toilets within six months from the commencement date.

Brief History of the subject/project:

New Delhi Municipal Council (NDMC) has been providing services for collection and transportation of municipal solid waste (MSW) in its area. 

In this sphere of activity the key concerns of NDMC have been to: 

· Provide timely quality, aesthetic & hygienic services to achieve users’ Satisfaction

· Increase efficiency & effectiveness of the waste management

Activities

However the following problems were identified in the present system of waste management:

· Waste handling infrastructure – 

· The existing design of masonry dustbins does not support mechanization in waste handling.

· No loading and unloading facilities provided.

· Size of the opening/ exit dies not support mechanical clearing

· No space and facility is available for Segregation at the dustbins

· Manual handling while clearing of the dustbins and trolleys

· In BOT Garbage stations, Separate bins are provided for Bio-degradable and Non Biodegradable waste but no separate system of collection / transportation exists

· Although enclosure prevents stray animals, but lack of covering makes them messy during rains

· No facilities for washing, cleaning, guarding.

· Transport fleet -  

· low operational efficiency of transport fleet 

· 44% of vehicles are operating past economic life (more than10 yr old); 72% of vehicles are more than 7 yr old, hence by year 2006, over 70% vehicles will exhaust their operational life

· Partially open transportation fleet which is not in accordance with MSW rules 2000

· Efficient route planning not carried which can maximize collection 

· Public Health and Hygiene – 

· Community exposure - Unattended waste which attracts flies, rats, and other creatures that in turn spread disease

· Sanitation Worker Health - Direct handling of solid waste which can result in various types of infectious and chronic diseases with the waste workers and the rag pickers being the most vulnerable

· Environmental hazards- Land pollution due to dumping on ground leachate generation at uncovered receptacles causing ground water pollution Air pollution caused by open bins, trolleys & transportation

4.
Detailed proposal on the subject/project

With the objective of increasing the efficiency and effectiveness of its waste management activities and also in adherence with the provisions of the Municipal Solid Waste (Management and Handling) Rules, 2000 (“MSW Rules”) NDMC intends to select a private sector participant for collection, segregation & transportation of municipal solid waste (MSW) and collection and transportation of landscape waste (leaves, tree trimmings, branches, stumps, grass, shrubbery, garden waste, yard trimmings or any other plant droppings deposited on the roadsides) in twelve (12) circles. NDMC expects the Project to result in efficient waste management system in the NDMC areas.

The circles where NDMC intends to procure the services of private sector participant are Connaught Place, Mandir Marg, Gole Market, Parliament House, Bengali Market, Pandara Road, Lodhi Colony, Jor Bagh, Chanakya Puri, Sarojini Nagar, Moti Bagh and Kidwai Nagar. For the purpose of bidding, the 12 circles have been clubbed into a single package. Circles 7 and 14 (Sunehri Bagh Lane and Central Vista India Gate respectively) have been kept out of the purview of the project. 

An advisory services agreement was signed on 21/02/2005 with M/s Infrastructure Development Finance Corporation Ltd (IDFC) as an external resource group to suggest strategies and to manage private sector participation in waste management services in order to improve health and hygiene for the population in NDMC area.

A diagnostic study was carried out by M/s IDFC which was presented to NDMC in April 2005. Based on the diagnostic study the Techno-commercial parameters for private participation were firmed up. The scope of the project was defined as: 

· Primary collection – by provision of segregated street corner bin sets

· Transportation of waste from Street corner bins and Dustbins by provision of segregated color coded vehicles

· Reconstruction of dustbins into Mini garbage transfer stations

· Maintenance of transfer stations, bins, vehicles and equipments

·  Disposal of MSW at the dumping site / treatment plant as indicated from NDMC from time to time appropriately.

· Resource recovery by sorting and sale / reuse of recyclables

A comprehensive “Request for proposal” was prepared in consultation with the law & finance departments. The contract has been is structured as a  Concession Contract where NDMC (Concessioning authority) authorizes the bidder to Design, Procure, Build, Renovate, Operate, Maintain and Transfer (DPBROMT) the project facilities.  The transaction is limited to a concession and does not include transfer of ownership of the assets. 

Thereafter, with the help of M/s IDFC, Global Expressions of Interest were invited for this project in three parts viz, the Request for qualification (RFQ), the Technical bid & the financial bid. A total of seven bids were received by the due date viz 23/9/2005.

Status report of the PPP Project to Develop Multilevel Parking-Cum-Commercial Complex at 3 sites in NDMC area at K.G.Marg-behind H.T. Bldg., at Baba Kharak Singh Marg and at Sarojini Nagar.

2. Name of the Department

Projects department. 

3. Brief History of the subject/project:
Due to changing socio-economic status of the citizens, the demand for parking space is increasing in the residential and commercial areas. The total number of registered private vehicles grew from 28, 47,695 by the end of eighth plan in 1996-97 to 35, 51,690 as on 31st March 2002. In addition to the resident population of the NDMC area, about 15 lakh people commute to commercial complexes and government offices in NDMC area. The present parking facilities provided by NDMC are not sufficient. Thus parking problem in Delhi is the outcome of the growing imbalance between the demand for and supply of space for the storage of stationary vehicles. Inadequate parking space further aggravates the problem of traffic congestion.

The Hon’ble High Court, in CWP No 5239 of 2002, also directed MCD, DDA & NDMC to identify a minimum of 100 sites to build multi – level parkings in Delhi. 

In view of the above, the necessity of more parking lots has been felt and with this objective, development of integrated parking-cum-commercial infrastructure has been taken up on a Public Private Partnership basis at three identified locations. The commercial component of such facilities is expected to finance the capital as well as running costs of the project.

Detailed proposal on the subject/project

M/s Infrastructure Development Finance Company (IDFC) is advising NDMC in developing these modern parking facilities. A traffic study was  conducted to cover the extent of requirement of parking spaces.  

Based on the techno commercial study conducted by IDFC, Global the applications for qualifications (AFQ) were invited from reputed national and international firms for selection as developer to develop modern parking infrastructures or BOT basis. Nineteen concerns submitted their bids namely:

3.  Brief History of the subject/project:

The Cinema Building was constructed in the 1960s and it was licensed out to M/s Agarwal & Modi Enterprises Pvt. Ltd. from 1.10.1970.  The licensee continued to be in possession beyond the stipulated license period. The licencee filed a number of court cases and after prolonged litigation the High Court of Delhi ordered (LPA No 596 of 2003) that the premises should be vacated within three months from the date of order i.e. August 30, 2005.  M/s Agarwal & Modi Enterprises Pvt Ltd filed an LPA with the Supreme Court and the matter is likely to be decided soon. 

During the pendency of various court cases the Council resolved that an expression of interest should be invited from interested parties for their offers and suggestions regarding redevelopment of chanakya cinema complex as a 

i. Commercial Complex or 

ii. Cinema –cum-Commercial Complex or 

iii. Cinema –cum Multiplex and 

iv. whether it should be developed by NDMC or 

v. it should be given to other institutions for redevelopment (Resolution No. 15(Q-5) dated 26.8.2004.  

It was further resolved that based on a feasibility report so received, the matter would be put-up to the council for a final decision in the matter.

The expression of interest was, however, kept pending as the legal opinion was against inviting expression of Interest before possession of the property is recovered because it was felt that only then would any serious offer/proposal come.
However subsequently during the course of hearings in the LPA the Hon’ble Supreme Court desired to see the feasibility report and it was decided that expression of interest for consultancy services should be invited immediately.  Accordingly an expression of interest document for consultancy services was prepared by the projects department keeping in view the earlier council decisions and that NDMC aims to develop the complex as a leisure cum commercial centre with a view to maximize revenues for the council and to provide world class Multiplex Complex which should be one of the land marks of Delhi for the 2010 Commonwealth Games.

Exemption U/s 124 in r/o Indian Pentecostal Church of God, Northern Region, 14 Bhai Veer Singh Marg.

2.  Name of the Department

Property Tax Department. 

3. Brief History of the subject/project:
The property known as Indian Pentecostal Church of God, Northern Region, 14, Bhai Veer Singh Marg stands assessed to tax at a rateable value of Rs. 22,40,900/-. Part of the property has been rented out and part of the property is under self-occupation. The Church has been claiming exemption U/s 62 of the NDMC Act and side-by-side it has requested that exemption be allowed U/s 124 of the NDMC Act.

 The claim for exemption U/s 62 was considered by the department and vide order dt. 30/10/2003 it was clarified that no exemption for the rented portion is available U/s 62(2) read with section 62(3) of the NDMC Act, as two floors out of five floors have been let out by the assessee. As far as the self occupied portion was concerned, the question of exemption for the self occupied portion shall be examined on receipt of the annual accounts for the last five years,

The assessee filed the writ petition before the High Court of Delhi. The Hon’ble Court directed as under:


“The petitioner states that issue of exemption U/s 124 has not been examined by the NDMC. Representative of the petitioner is directed to appear before the Director (Tax) would hear the petitioner on issue of exemption U/s 124, thereafter matter would be placed before the council for its decision”

The representative of the assessee appeared before the Director(Tax) on 21/04/2006 and submitted the documents and claimed that the property is carrying on social & charitable works and is involved in various projects in the length & breadth of the country and is heavily dependent upon the donation and most of its income was being utilized for the upliftment of down traders and economically weak section of the society and no profit by way of dividends, bonus etc., was paid to any of the members of the society and have claimed that the Pentecostal Church is eligible for exemption U/s 124 of NDMC Act.

4.
Detailed proposal on the subject/project

U/s 124 of the NDMC Act the council has a general power of exemption. However this power can be exercised by the council for “any class of persons” or “any class of property or goods”. The power of exemption cannot be exercised in isolated cases. However in view of the direction of the Hon’ble High Court, it is necessary to place the matter for consideration of the council. Two alternatives are available.

(i)  To list the matter for hearing before the council. Council gives a hearing and takes a decision.

(ii)   The council sets up a committee U/s 9 of the Act to advice the council on the issue and thereafter the council takes a decision.

The committee set up U/s 9 shall consist of the members of the council and shall be presided over by the Chairperson. It can Co-opt not more than two persons who are not members of the council but in the opinion of the council possess a special qualification for serving on such committee.

The Council has to take a decision on one or the other. Further details can be provided at the time of hearing before the Council of the committee.

9. Legal implications of the subject/project


The Hon’ble Supreme Court of India has observed in it’s judgment dt. 28-04-2003 in the case of Indian Red Cross Society v/s NDMC (CA No. 5043 of 2001), that u/s 124,  the Council’s power must be exercised, if at all, in favour of a class of persons or a class of property. In that case, while dismissing the appellant’s appeal in so far as it had claimed statutory exemption under section 62 in respect of the rented portion of the building, the Hon’ble court granted liberty to the appellant-society to apply to the Council for exemption from payment of taxes leviable in respect of the rented portion. The court observed that it would be open to the Council to resolve under the provisions of Section 124 to exempt all persons who are   similarly situated as the appellant-society on the application of the appellant.

10. Details of previous Council Resolutions, existing law of Parliament and Assembly on the subject


In the case of the Indian Red Cross Society, the council vide Reso. No. 5(Q-2) Dt. 2/7/2004 rejected the claim of exemption u/s 124 for the rented out portion of the property of the Red Cross Society and all other such societies.


While finalizing the rate schedule for the financial year 2004-05, 2005-06 & 2006-07 (Resolution Nos – 12(Q-5) dated 21/1/04; 20(Q-6) dated 8/2/05 and 2(F-4) dated 13/2/06 respectively) the council has resolved that no rebate from the tax payable by the society or body shall be allowed on the residential portion used by the society or it’s employees or for the portion from which any rent is derived or wherein any trade or business is carried on and that such portion of the land and building shall be treated as separate property for the payment of property taxes.

Annual Rate Contract for Purchase of Allopathic Medicines for the year 2006-07.

2. Name of the Department/Departments concerned

Health,  (Medical Sector)

3. Brief history of the subject/project

NDMC provides free medicines to all its patients admitted for indoor treatment in its hospitals and all those who attend to casuality department for emergency treatment. Out Patient Department patients are also entitled to free medicines but within the prescribed limits.

NDMC has 56 Pharmaceutical firms registered with it for the purchase of allopathic medicines (Annexure I ). (See pages 284)  The firms are registered every five years based on the fulfillment of following qualifying criteria :

a) The product should be  original research produce / patent  product.  The firm should have its own manufacturing facility (tolling forbidden).

b) The annual turn over rate of the firm should be more than 20 crores.  The firm should produce the Income Tax / VAT clearance certificate from the appropriate authority.

c) The firm should possess GMP certificate as per schedule ‘M’ of the Drugs & Cosmetics Rules and/or should have a WHO:ISO:9002/1 registration certificate.

d) A minimum experience of 3 years of supply of allopathic medicines to Govt. hospitals/institutions.

e) The firm should not have been convicted / pending  trial of complaint of manufacturing sub standard drugs under the Drugs & Cosmetics Act.

f) The firm should not have been black listed  by any Govt agency.

The selected firms have been categories into 3 groups based on their annual turn over :

 Category ‘A’

With annual turn over of more than 100 crores.

Category ‘B’

With annual turn over of 50 to 100 crores.

Category ‘C’

With annual turn over between 20 to 50 crores.

The medicines have also been grouped into 3 catagories based on their vitality and essentiality i.e. group A, B and C.  Category A firms are eligible to quote for A, B and C groups of  drugs.  Category B firms are eligible to quote for B and C groups   of drugs, but not for ‘A’ group and category C firms are eligible to quote only  for group C drugs.  The department enters into rate contract with the selected firms for a period of 12 months and the supply orders are placed based on minimum essential requirement every 4 months.  However, their exists a provision  of placement of supplementary order in between if the need so arise.

4. Detailed proposal on the subject/project

Sealed tenders were invited from all the 56 firms registered with NDMC for the purchase of allopathic medicines for the  year 2006-07.  Only 40 firms submitted their offers and the  offers were opened in the presence of the representatives of the participating  firms on 24.01.2006.  A  comparative statement of the rates quoted by the various firms in respect of each and every medicine was prepared which was scrutinized by the AAO.  The Purchase Sub Committee recommended the purchase of various drugs and drug combinations of the firms those have quoted the lowest rates.  The list of the approved drugs alongwith  firms and their rates as approved by the department is placed at Annexure  II  (See pages 285-305) The Finance has concurred in the expenditure of Rs. 177 lacs inclusive of all taxes for the purchase of allopathic medicines during the year 2006-07.  A total of Rs 205 lacs has been allocated under the head of account H-2-2-4 in the budgetary allocation for the year 2006-07 for the purchase of medicines.

6. Implementation schedule with timeliness for each stage including internal processing.

The rate contract will come into effect from the date of signing of agreement.  The supply orders will be placed in 3 installment every 4 months depending upon the consumption of the drugs during this period.

· Actual prices being charged by rate contracting firms if drug prices of any formulation or brand borne on the rate contract falls during the currency of rate contract.

· Approval of the Competent Authority

· The expenditure may not be incurred beyond the sanctioned budget estimate.

· The Department shall enter into annual rate contract with the selected 40 firms for the period of 12 months from the date of signing of the rate contract.

· Certificate by the Department that the quantity of medicines to be purchased are based on the minimum essential requirement for a period of one year strictly as per the policy approved by the council

· Correctness of information, data and computations

· The Department may ensure that the test reports as per the drug policy approved by the Government of NCT of Delhi are provided along with supply of medicines.

· The medicines selected at random from actual supplies received should be got tested from authorized laboratories.

· CMO (CMS) must ensure that the medicines supplied are currently manufactured and they have sufficient shelf life.

· The Department may also obtain a certificate from the firms to the effect that no batch sold by them has been found discrepant as regards Active Pharmaceuticals ingredients are concerned during the last three years.

· The information data and computations are correct.

· The Department will ensure that the test reports as per the drug policy approved by the Govt. of NCT of Delhi shall be provided by the supplier alongwith the supply of the medicines.

· The supply of medicines selected at random, will be got tested at the authorized test laboratories.

· Certified that the medicines received shall be currently manufactured and their shelf life shall be enough/sufficient for the desired period as per NIT Clause.

· The Department will obtain a certificate from the firms to the effect that no batch sold by them has been found discrepant as regards active pharmaceuticals ingredients are concerned during the last three years.

The New Delhi Municipal Council (Sanitation and Public Health) Bye-laws, 2006.


2.
Name of the Department :

Health Department.


3.
Brief History of the subject / project :


Chapter XV (sections 261 to 304) of the NDMC Act, 1994 deals with “Sanitation and Public Health”.  Section 388(1) ‘E’ inter alia provides that subject to the provisions of the Act, the Council may make bye-laws on matters relating to sanitation and public health such as,---

(i) Duty of owner to whitewash etc. of the premises.

(ii) Provision of residential accommodation for sweepers of premises where ten or more latrines are available; this includes hostels, education institutions, hospitals etc.

(iii) Power of Chairperson or any authorized officer to inspect any place at any time for the purposes of preventing spread of dangerous diseases.

(iv) Disposal of dead body and registration of burial places including provision of new places for disposal of dead bodies. Certain acts are to be prohibited in connection to disposal of dead bodies.

Necessary bye-laws in this regard have been drafted as per Annexure-I. (See pages 310 – 324)

4.
Detailed proposal on the subject/project:

The following are the main proposals included in the draft bye-laws:-

(a) A duty has been cast on the owner of a building to have his building lime-washed or colour-washed at least once in two years and the wood work and non-lime-washable portion to be oil painted at least once in four years.  The Chairperson has been authorized to give notice, wherever necessary, to the owner/occupier of the building and get it lime-washed, etc. [Clause 3].

(b) Suitable provision has been made for living accommodation for sweepers where any new or existing building has ten or more latrines.  This, however, does not apply to tenements designed for and intended to be let out in flat system and containing latrines with flush system. [Clauses 4 and 5].

(c) As regards special measures to prevent spread of dangerous diseases the following provisions have been included in the draft.

(i)
If any place is suspected to have any person suffering from dangerous disease, the Chairperson may inspect that place and order measures for prevention of the spread of the said disease. [Clause 6].


(ii)
A Child who has been exposed to infection of a dangerous disease may be ordered not to attend school till a certificate, for which there shall be no charges, is issued by the Medical Officer of Health of the Council. [Clause 7].



(iii)
Person suffering from dangerous disease shall not use any book from any library.  Wherever necessary books used by such a person shall cause to be disinfected or destroyed. [Clause 8].


(iv)
Certain special measures have been listed to be taken in clause 10.


(v)
As far as possible, dead body of a person suffering from dangerous disease shall not be kept for more than 12 hours (other than in a public mortuary) without prior sanction.  The Chairperson can, in appropriated cases, take help of a Magistrate to have such bodies removed and recover the expenses from persons legally liable to pay. [Clause 11].



(vi)
All burning or burial places are required to be registered.  The Chairperson has been given power, with the approval of the Council, to close or make provision for new places or reopen a place, which had been closed for disposal of the dead. [Clause 12,13 and 14].

(vii)
Certain acts like carrying corpse along any street where carrying of corpse is prohibited by public notice or without keeping the same decently covered or without taking such precautions to prevent the risk of infection or injury to public health have been prohibited. [Clause 15]. 


(viii)
Provision has been made for disposal of dead bodies both in the case of graveyard and crematorium as per clause 16.

(ix)
Wood sellers at burning grounds or persons working as doms/sweepers for hire/fee are required to be licensed.  Every licensed wood seller has to be present at all times; he is to keep minimum quantity of wood specified in his license and should not sell the same at rates higher than those fixed by the Secretary of the Council, from time to time. Breach of bye-laws or condition of license shall result in cancellation and suspension of the license. [Clause 17, 18,19 and 21].


(x)
At every burning or burial ground a register is required to be kept by municipal employee giving full particulars about the dead person provided in clauses 12 and 22(2).



(xi)
Without the written permission of the Chairperson, no person shall erect any masonry tomb exceeding 1.83 mtr. in length, 1.3.mtr. in breadth and 0.9 mtr. in height, or any samadhi within the limits of any burial or burning ground. [Clause 22(3)].


(xii)
Every burial or burning ground shall, if necessary, be enclosed with walls, fences or hedges, etc. [Clause 22(4)].


(xiii)
The above provisions do not apply to any Christian Cemetery regulated under the orders of the Central Government. 

(xiv)
Penalties on contravention of various provisions have been specified in the table attached to draft Bye-law 24.  These do not exceed the limits prescribed in section 390 of the NDMC Act.  

5. Financial implications of the proposed project / subject:

6. Implementation schedule with timeliness for such stage including internal proceeding:

After the Council has approved the draft bye-laws, it is necessary to invite suggestions/objections from the persons likely to be affected thereby.  It is proposed to give one month’s time for inviting these suggestions/objections.  After the receipt of suggestions/objections, the same shall be examined and put before the Council for final approval with or without amendments.  Thereafter the draft bye-laws as approved by the Council together with copies of suggestions/objections received from persons likely to be affected thereby, and the recommendations of the Council thereon, would be forwarded to the Government of NCT of Delhi for approval and publication in the Official Gazette.  This exercise of sending the bye-laws to the Government  of NCT of Delhi is likely to be completed in about three months time.

Smt. Tajdar Babar, Vice Chairperson, NDMC has moved following resolution u/s 23 of NDMC Act 1994.


“Late Sh. Rajesh Pilot was born on February 10,1945 in Baidapur Village of Uttar Pradesh. He jointed the Air Force Academy at Coimbatore in June, 1964 and was commissioned in the Flying Branch in 1966. He resigned from Air Force in November, 1979. He took special interest in the affairs of farmers, backward classes and weaker sections of the society especially those coming from rural areas. He was first elected as Member of Parliament in the year 1980 from Bharatpur Constituency (Rajesthan). Since then, he had been active in politics and held many prominent posts in the Government and served the country with his great zeal and forsightful contribution. While serving the Ministry of Transport, Communication, Home Affairs he conceptualized, streamlined and revolutionized many policy matters having far reaching impact in the development of this country.  Sh. Pilot’s contribution in India’s politics has been very enriching. He was endowed with kind gesture and forsightedness. His kind gestures were a great impetus to communal harmony and secularism. In his whole life he had kept himself associated with various social activities welfare schemes run for the welfare of poorest classes.  His contributions are indomitable and the same cannot be ignored or overlooked.


It would be befitting tribute to the departed soul if some memories or ever reminding sence of symbol is created in his memory. In this wake of reminding sense of symbol, roads are named in the name of great departed soul.


In view of the above, it is resolved that South End Road in NDMC jurisdiction be renamed after the name of Late Shri Rajesh Pilot.”

Sh. Ashok Ahuja, Member, NDMC has moved following resolution u/s 23 of NDMC Act 1994.


“Shri Badrinarayan Mandir is situated in E-Block, Kidwai Nagar. This temple was established in 1964 and is reported to be the largest temple of area. Various religious functions are held in this temple from time to time, which are participated, by a large number of general public and VIPs.


Shri Badrinarayan Mandir Nirman Samiti has been raising the issue of naming the road from NDMC Barat Ghar to Shri Badrinarayan Mandir, Kidwai Nagar, New Delhi as “Shri Badrinarayan Mandir Marg” since long.


Section 231 of the NDMC Act, 1994 provides for the naming and numbering of streets under which, Chairperson may , with the sanction of Council, determine the name and number by which any street or public place vested in the Council shall be known.


In the past also, the Council has taken decision on naming/renaming the public place/streets.


In view of the above, it is resolved that NDMC may place the matter of naming the road from NDMC Barat Ghar to Shri Badrinarayan Mandir, Kidwai Nagar, New Delhi as “Shri Badrinarayan Mandir Marg” before the State naming Authority for concurrence.

Resolution moved by Sh. Ashok Ahuja, Member, NDMC regarding renewal policy of licence for shops.


Sh. Ashok Ahuja, Member, NDMC has moved following resolution u/s 23 of NDMC Act 1994.


“New Delhi Municipal Council has allotted shops to various persons on monthly licence fee basis. Some of the shops were allotted 20 to 30 years ago and some of them have changed hands since allotment. During this ling span, some of the shops are alleged to have unauthorized construction.


The issue of alleged unauthorized construction is generally taken up when an allottee applies for transfer of a particular shop in his/her name whereas the fact remains that transfer and unauthorized construction are two different issues to be dealt with by Estate Department and Unauthorized Construction Cell of Architect Department respectively. Therefore, both need to dealt separately and may not be mingled up  to avoid unnecessary harassment to allottees and to earn revenue as well.


Therefore, keeping pace with the modern age of transparency, it is felt to be appropriate if Estate Department may process the request for transfer immediately on receipt to enable the Council to earn 30% enhancement and take the issue of removal of unauthorized construction, if any afterwards.


In view of the above, it is resolved that NDMC may adopt the above as guideline while processing the request for transfer of shops.
