PUBLIC NOTICE

The Council has approved a ONE TIME SETTLEMENT SCHEME to settle the disputes and outstanding dues as on 31.3.2010 of the units of Estate-I Department, NDMC other than units of transferred markets.  The scheme includes licensees being Government Department.  The scheme provides that:

a) Where no license fee/damages are outstanding and only interest amount is outstanding as on 31.3.2010:
i) 80% of interest arrears would be given as rebate, if balance 20% of interest is paid by 31st of July 2010.

ii) 60% of interest arrears would be given as rebate, if balance 40% of the interest is paid by 31st October, 2010.

iii) 50% of interest arrears would be given as rebate, if balance 50% is paid by 31st December 2010.
b) Where license fee/damages as well as interest on delayed payment are outstanding as on 31.3.2010:

i) 80% of the interest would be given as rebate, if arrears of license fee/damages due along with 20% of the interest is paid by 31st July, 2010.

ii) 60% of interest would be given as rebate, if the arrears of license fee/damages due along with 40% of the interest is paid by 31st October, 2010.

iii) 50% of the amount of interest to be given as rebate, if the arrears of licence fee/damages due along with 50% of the interest are paid by 31st December,2010.

c) If the licence fee is in dispute, licensees can apply to the Estate Department and a petition shall be put up to the Chairperson through a Committee set-up for this purpose and decision of the Chairperson shall be final.
d) This scheme would also be available to the premises occupied by Govt. Departments.
e) SCHEME OF SETTLEMENT OF ARREARS FROM EX-
ALLOTTEES :-
In respect of premises where arrears are outstanding as on 31.3.2010 and where premises have been taken over by the Estate Deptt. due to non-payment of Licence fee/damages by the Licensee, each such case would be scrutinized by the Committees formed, depending upon the quantum of arrears due as on 31.3.2010. The Committee shall try to settle these cases on merits.

f) Cases of those licensees who do not opt for the scheme and the licence fee/damages of more than three months is outstanding are proposed to be processed for eviction and recovery under Section 5 & 7 of the P.P.Act.
