Member Parliament Smt.Meenakashi Lekhi distributed honey pack 

of 15 gm each to 1000 students of the NDMC school on the occasion. 

  

Underlining the importance of honey Smt. Lekhi said that it has not 

been used in Ayurvedic medicine from the ancient time in our country but 

it can help to generate the income sources of farmers and people of other 

community substantially.  And added that honey is not beneficial to the 

human being but it has to play an important role in the bio-diversity and 

maintaining the ecological balance in nature. 

 

 

KVIC Chairman, Shri Vinay Kumar Saxena informed that 

the Commission will produce 15 lakh tone honey across the country 

during this year. He further said that to promote the honey amongst the 

children KVIC will distribute honey to 10 thousand school children and 



would organized seminars, exhibitions and other promotional activities for 

the purpose in other states of the country.
